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in a civil proceedingrelating to the mental condition
of any patient in his chargeor under his care in such
hospitalor institution, the depositionof or sworn state-
ment by suchsuperintendent,manageror physicianmay
be admissible in evidence as to the condition of the
patient in lieu of the appearanceand testimonyof the
superintendent,manageror physicianin court or before
a commission,unlessby specialorder the court directs
andrequiresthe appearanceandtestimonyin personof
suchsuperintendent,manager,or physician.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately. ~

sylvania herebyenactsas follows: License Ct.

Section 1. Short Title.—This act shall be known,
andmaybe cited,as the “Child Day CareLicenseAct.”

Section 2. Definitions.—As usedin this act—

(1) “Day Care” meanscare in lieu of parental care
given regularly at leastfive days aweek for part of the
twenty-four hour day betweensix o ‘clock antemeridian
andnine o’clock postmeridianto children undersixteen
yearsof ageaway from their own homes.

(2) “Family Day Care Home” meansany premises
in which day careis regularly providedto not morethan
six children unrelatedto the operator at any one time.

(3) “Day CareCenter” meansany premisesin which
daycareis regularly providedfor sevenor morechildren
unrelatedto the operatorat any one time.

(4) “Department” meansthe Departmentof Public

Welfare of the Commonwealth.
Section 3. MaintenanceWithout License Prohibited.

—No person,copartnership,associationor corporation,
except social agenciessupervisedby the department,
shall maintain,operateor conductany family day care
home or day care centerfor childrenwithout having a
license therefor issuedby the department.
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Section 4. Applicat:lon for License.—Any person,
copartnership,associat:~onor corporation, desiring to
securea licensefor maintaining,operatingandconduct-
ing a family day care home or a day care center for
children, shall makeapplication therefor to the depart-
ment upon forms to be preparedand furnishedby the
department. Application for renewal of licensesshall
be madein the samemannerandshall be subjectto the
samequalificationsasaI)phcationsfor original licensure.

Section 5. Issuance of License.—The department,
when satisfiedthat any applicantor applicantsfor such
license and that the place proposedto be used as a
family day carehome or a day carecentermeetall the
requirementsof this ad; and the regulationsof the de-
partmentpromulgatedhereunder,shallissuesuchlicense
without fee and shall kcep a record thereof and of the
application. No fee shall be chargedfor renewalof a
license.

Section 6. Term and Contents of Licenses.— All
licensesissuedby the departmentshall be for a period
of one year. The licen;;e shall state the name of the
licenseeor licensees,the particular premisesto be used
as a family day carehome or day carecenter,and the
maximum number of children who may be cared for
thereinat one time.

Section 7. Numberof Children to be Kept; Posting
License.—Nogreaternumberof childrenthan is author-
ized by the license ~herefor shall be kept at any one
time in any family day care home or day carecenter
for children. The licenseshall, at all times,be postedin
a conspicuousplace on ;he premiseswherein such day
carefor childrenis maintained.

Section 8. Right to Enterand Inspectthe Premises.
—Any employe or authcrizedagent of the department
shallhavethe right to enter, visit and inspectall family
day care homes and day care centersfor children, li-
censedor requiringa licenseunderthis act, for the pur-
poseof determiningthe saitability of the applicantsand
of the premises,or the continuingconformity of licensees
to departmentalregulationsrelating to this act.

Section 9. Recordsto be Kept by Licensees.—Such
recordsshall be kept as are requiredby the regulations
issued by the departmentunder the authority of this
act. The recordsshall be made available to the depart-
mentupon request.

Section 10. Revocation of License.—Wheneverthe
departmentfinds that any family daycarehome or day
carecenterfor children, licensedunder this act, doesnot
conform to the regulationi~of the departmentrelating to
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this act, or fails to maintain records,or that the children
thereinhavebeensubjectedto mistreatmentor abuse,it
shall revoke the license of such family day care home
or day carecenter,and shallnote suchuponthe face of
the recordthereof,andshallgive written notice of such
revocationto the licenseeor licenseesby delivering the
notice to him or them in personor by registeredmail
or by leaving it with an adult personresiding on the
licensedpremises. Wheneverany license is revoked by
the department,the written notice of revocation shall
specifythe reasonfor suchrevocation.

Section 11. Departmentto Adopt Regulations.—The
departmentis herebyauthorizedandempoweredto adopt
regulationsnot inconsistentwith the provisionsof this
act for the issuanceand renewal of such licenses,and
for the proper maintenance,operationand conduct of
such family day care homes or day care centersfor
children,andfor the effectiveenforcementthereof. Such
regulationsshall be designedto insure safeand whole-
some care for all children receivingday care.

Section 12. Penalties.—Anypersonwho operatesa
family day carehome or day carecenter for children
without having obtained a license within thirty days
after being notified by the department,so to do, or who
operatesa family day carehomeor day care centerfor
children after his license has been revoked, shall be
guilty of a misdemeanorand, upon conviction thereof,
shall be sentencedto pay a fine of not less than five hun-
dred dollars ($500) or more than one thousanddollars
($1000), or undergo imprisonment not exceedingsix
months,or both.

Section 13. Effective Date.—Thisact shall takeeffect
in six months. ,
