The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The lnst paragraph of section 301, act
of August10, 1951 (F. L. 1163),knownasthe “Orphans’
Court Act of 1951,” amendedFebruary10, 1956 (P. L.
1022), is amendedto read:

Section 301. Exclusive Jurisdiction.—Theorphans’
court shall haveexclusive jurisdiction of:

I * * * *

The provisionsof clauses(8), (15) and 16, in so far
as they relate to adoptionsand birth records, shall not
apply to the Orphanj’ Court of Philadelphia County.
Exclusive jurisdiction in the matter of adoptionsshall
remain in the Municipal Court of Philadelphia,and the
municipal court shall have exclusivejurisdiction of all
proceedingswhichmay be necessaryto be presentedto
a court for detcrmina~ionwith regard to issuesconcern-
ing recorda.tionof birth andbirth recordsor thealteration,
amendmentor modification of such birth records or the
right to obtain a certified copyof the same. Whenevera
resident of Philadelphia is entitled to take an appeal
from the action of the Departmentof Health in connec-
tion with any matters concerning birth records, the
appeal shall be taken~o the Municipal Court of Phila-
delphia. In all other matters in which a petition is
addressedto a court hy a resident of Philadelphia in
connectionwith matters of birth records, the filing of
which petition is not ui the nature of an appeal but is
an original proceeding the petition shall be filed and
determinedby the Muricipal Court of Philadelphia.

Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled “An act
providing for andreorgani.iing the conductof the executiveand
administrativework of tL.e Commonwealth by the Executive
Departmentthereofand theadministrativedepartments,boards,
commissions,and officers thereof, including the boards of trus-
teesof State Normal Scho ls, or TeachersColleges; abolishing,
creating, reorganizingor authorizing the reorganizationof cer-
tain administrativedepartments,boards,and commissions; de-
fining the powersand dutiecof the Governorandotherexecutive
and administrativeofficers, and of the severaladministrativede-
partments,boards,commisitions,and officers; fixing the salaries
of the Governor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainother execu-
tive and administrativeofficers; providing for the appointment
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of certainadministrativeofficers, and of all deputiesand other
assistantsand employes in certain departments,boards, and
commissions;andprescribingthe mannerin which the number
and compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employeeof certaindepartments,boardsand commissionsshall
be determined,” regulating the expenditureof funds appro-
priated to the Departmentof Military Affairs for assistanceto
needyveteransor their widows, infant children or dependents.

177), known as “The Administrative Code of 1929,” ~~j’
is amendedto read:

Section1411. StateVeteransCommission—TheState
VeteransCommissionshall havethe power,and its duty
shall be:

(a) To advisethe Adjutant Generalupon suchmatters
as the Adjutant Generalmay bring beforeit;

(b) To investigate the work of the Department of
Military Affairs and make recommendationsto it, re-
garding the department’s administrationof the laws
providing for the paymentof pensionsand relief, for
the marking of gravesof veterans,andfor the selection,
acquisition, and maintenance of a State Military
Cemetery;

(c) To investigate and compile data concerning
veteransof the armedforces of the United States,and
all State and municipal activities relating thereto, and
to recommendto the Governorlegislationfor submission
to the Genera] Assembly concerningveteransand their
activities;

(d) To expendfunds,appropriations to or for il, for
the purposeof providing the necessitiesof life, and to
otherwiseassist such Pennsylvaniaveteransof any war
or armedconflict, or the widows and infant children or
dependentsof such veteransas are sick, disabledor in-
digent, and who are without meansfor planning and
providing for the rehabilitation and care of veterans.

S-uch expendituresshall he made for the stated pur-
poses in accordancewith rules, regulations and stand-
ards establishedby the State VeteransCommission.In
no event shall paymentsmade by the State Veterans
Commission exceed the maximum assistance payable
under the “Public AssistanceLaw.”
