Authorizing the Departmentof Property and Supplies,with the
approval of the Governor,to sell and convey .623 acres, more
or less, of land situatein the city of Erie, County of Erie.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Real property.
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is hereby
authorizedon behalf of the Commonwealthof Pennsyl-
vania to sell at public sale to the highestbidder the fol-
lowing describedtract of land in the city of Erie, County
of Erie and Commonwealthof Pennsylvania:

Beginningat apoint (iron pipe) in the northerly line
o~the propertyof the OrganSupply Corporationwhich
point is distant from a point on the northerly side of
EastSecondStreeton a courseN 650 23’ 40” west83.92
feet, said point •n the northerly side of East Second
Street being further identified as being distant 101.1
feet westwardly from the point of intersection of the
easterly line of Ash Street and the northerly line of
East SecondStreet; thenceN 65°23’ 40” west along
thenortherly line of land of the OrganSupply Corpora-
tion a distanceof 127.6 feet to an iron pipe (a six foot
long iron pipe set over the PSSH Monument founda-
tion); thenceN 30°55’ west along easterlyline of land
of the City of Erie a distanceof 212.87 feet to an iron
pipe; thenceN 69°46’ eastandalong the southerlyline
of land of the Philadelphia& Erie R. R. Co. a distance
of 129.9 feet to an iron pipe; thenceS 20°14’ easta dis-
tanceof 299.15 feet to an iron pipe at a point common
to the land of the Organ Supply Co. and the Penna.
Sailors & Soldiers Home, the place of beginning, con-
taining 0.623acres.

The con.veyanceshall be made under and subject. Conditions.
nevertheless,to all easements,servitudesand rights of
others, including but not confinedto streets, roadways
and rights of any telephone,telegraph,water, electric,
gas or pipe line companiesas well as underandsubject,
nevertheless,to any estateor tenanciesvested in third
persons,whether or not appearingof record, for any
portionof the saidland or improvementserectedthereon.

Section 2. The deedof conveyanceshall be approved Approval and
by the Departmentof Justice and shall be executedby ~ution of

the Secretary.of Propertyand Suppliesin the nameof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Amending the act of June 13, 1836 (P. L. 551), entitled “An act
relating to roads, highways and bridges,” authorizing the Sec-
retary of Highways to de~erminethe maximum width of public
highways.

The GeneralAssembl~rof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenacts~sfollows:

Section 1. Section 5, act of June 13, 1836 (P. L.
551), entitled “An act relating to roads,highwaysand
bridges,” amendedSeptember29, 1951 (P. L. 1635), is
amendedto read:

Section 5. The breadthof a private roadshall not in
any case exceed twenty-five feet, and the width of a
pubiic road shall not be less than thirty-three feet [nor
more than one hundred and twenty feet, except that
wheneverthe right of way for a public highway has
been acquired solely b:v the Federal government the
maximum width thereof may be two hundredfeet, and
except in the instanceof multiple lane highways, the
maximum width shall be one hundredand twenty feet
plus any additional footage that shall be necessary,in
the judgmentof the Secretaryof Highways, for center
or dividing strips between the multiple roadways:Pro-
vided, That the limits of width shall not be construed
to include the width required for necessaryslopes in
cuts or fills, when the limits of the road and the extra
width requiredfor suchclopesexceedthe limits of width
herein specified; but no appropriationof property as
width requiredoniy for i;lopesshall be construedto pre-
vent the owner from making any use of his property
which is not inconsisterttwith the necessarysupport
or protectionof the higlnvay; all viewersshallhereafter
be requiredto take into considerationthe qualified na-
ture of the easementin proceedingsto assessdamages
for the taking of land for highway purposes:And pro-
vided further] and shall have such maximumwidth as
shall be determinednecessaryin the judgment of the
