For the school year 195.0-1960,wherea school district
suffersa loss in total State subsidiesunder the afore-
mentionedsectionsby virtue of increasedmarketvalua-
tions as certified to flue Superintendentof Public In-
struction by the State Tax Equalization Board, the
Commonwealthshall pay during the school year 1960-
1961 one hundred per centurn (100%) of such loss
computedby subtractingthe amountto which the school
district is entitled under the aforementionedsections
from. the amount to which the school district would be
entitled on the basis of the market valuationscertified
to the Superintendentof Public Instruction by the State
Tax Equalization Board in the year1958.
