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five years and who ts and was during his total service a
citizen of this Commonwealth, shall, upon application
made to the Adjutant General, be placed upon the re-
tired list as of the grade of Brigadier General. The
provisions of retiremeat with increased rank shall be
applicable when qualified to officer retired prior to pas-
sage of this act: Provided further, That the provisions
of this act shall apply “o deceased officers on the retired
list upon proper application to the Adjutant General
by some duly recognizel veteran organization.

All retired officers shall be entitled to wear the uniform
of their grade as retired officers of the Pennsylvania
National Guard on all proper military and semi-military
occasions.

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidating and revising; the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle Financial Responsibility Act and other acts
relating to the ownership, possession and use of vehicles and
tractors,” establishing a registration fee for motor vehicles
operated by certain perscns subject to the Public Utility Com-
mission and certain municipality authorities.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 102, act of April 29, 1959 (P. L.
58), known as ‘‘The Vehicle Code,”’ is amended by add-
ing, after the definitior. of ‘‘manufacturer,”’ a new de-
finition to read:

Section 102. Definitions.—The following words and
phrases when used in this act shall, for the purpose of
this act, have the following meanings, respectively, ex-
cept in those instances where the context clearly indicates
a different meaning:

* * * * *

““Mass Transportation Systems.’”’—Persons subject to
the jurisdiction of the Fennsylvania Public Utility Com-
mission and Municipality Awuthorities, that transport
persons on schedule over fized routes and derive over
ninety (90) per cent of thewr intrastate scheduled rev-
enue from scheduled operations within the county <n
which they have their principal place of business, or

counties contiguous thereto.

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Section 2. Sections 709 and 710 of the act are
amended to read: :

Section 709. Motor Buses and Motor Omnibuses with
Pneumatic Tires.—[The] Ezcept as provided in section
710.1, the fee for annual registration of each motor bus
and motor omnibus with pneumatic tires shall be ac-
cording to seating capaecity and the following classes:

Amending the act of June 22, 1931 (P. L. 694), entitled “An act
Imposing a tax on gross receipts as an excise on the use of the
public highways by ce:tain owners or operators of motor
vehicles transporting passengers and property for hire,” exempt-
ing from the tax the owaers or operators of certain vehicles.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-

sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June 22, 1931 (P. L.
694), entitled ‘‘ An act imposing a tax on gross receipts
as an excise on the use of the public highways by certain
owners or operators of motor vehicles transporting pas-
sengers and property for hire,’’ is amended to read:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That the word ‘‘com-
pany,’’ as used in this act, shall be construed to mean
any individual who, or copartnership, corporation, joint-
stock association, or association of individuals whatso-
ever which, shall engage in the business of carrying
passengers or property for hire over the highways of this
Commonwealth in moto:: vehicles [or trackless trolleys].
For the purposes of this act, the term ‘‘motor vehicle’’
shall be construed to mean every vehicle which is self-
propelled, except [such as] wehicles having a designed
seating capacily of twelve (12) or more persons used
by a common carrier of passengers subject to the juris-
diction of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission,
and vehicles that move upon or are guided by a track
erected upon the highways.

Section 2. The provision’s/ of this act shall become
effective immediately upon final enactment, and shall
apply to the excise tax imposed and payable hereunder
for the calendar year 1¢60, and thereafter.
