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ployer, he may file a certified copy thereof with the
prothonotaryof the courtof commonpleasof anycounty.
The prothonotaryshall enterthe amount stipulatedin
any such agreementor claimed in any such petition as
a judgmentagainstthe employer,and wherethe amount
so stipulated or claimed is for total and permanent
disability, such judgmentshall be in the sum of thirty
thousanddollars. If the agreementbe approvedby the
department,or compensationawardedas claimedin the
petition, the amount of compensationstipulatedin the
agreementor claimed i:i the petition shall be a lien, as
of the datewhen theagreementor petitionwasfiled with
the prothonotary. Pendingthe approvalof the agree-
ment or the award of compensation,no other lien which
may be attachedto the cmployer‘s propertyduring such
time shallgain priority over the lien of such agreement
or award,but no executionshall issue on any compen-
sation judgment before the approvalof the agreement
or the awardof compensationon the said petition.

(1) any individual at any time during such periodsor
thereafterseparatedfrom such forcesunder other than
honorableconditions, (2) anyconscientiousobjectorwho
performed no military duty whatsoeveror refused to
wear the uniform, (3) any alien at anytime duringsuch
periods or thereafter dischargedfrom military, naval
or air forces on account of his alienage, (4) any indi-
vidual who renouncedhis United States cltizenshlp
during such period, or (5) any individual who was a
member of the regular Armed Forces of the United
Stateswith continuousservice four years immediately
prior to June25,1950, except thoseawardedthe Korean
ServiceMedal for active foreignand/orseaservice [who
are still legal residentsof this Commonwealthwhenthis
act becomeseffective].

The term “legal resident of this Commonwealth”
means any individual who gave the State of Pennsyl-
vania or any specific placein this Commonwealthas his
or her placeof residenceor homeaddressat the time of
enteringthe military, naval or air forces of the United
Statesor of any of her allies for such period without
regard to the place of enlistment, commissionor induc-
tion. The proof of such residenceshall be either the
official recordson file in the Departmentof Defenseof
the united States,or on file in the comparablegovern-
mentalagencyof anyof her allies, or suchotherevidence
of bonafide residenceas may be deemedsufficientby the
Adjutant Generalof Pennsylvania.

Section 4. Time of Service Excluded From Corn-
pensation.—Incomputing time in the service for com-
pensation,no allowanceshall be made to—

* * * * *

(6) Any individual who wasa memberof the regular
Armed Forces of the United Stateswith continuous
service four years immediately prior to June25, 1950,
except those awarded the Korean Service Medal for
active foreign and/or sea service [who are still legal
residentsof this Commonwealthwhen this act becomes
effective].

Section 2. In addition to the sums heretofore ap- Appropriation.
propriated, the sum of threehundredthousanddollars
($300,000) is hereby appropriatedfrom the Korean
Conflict Veterans’CompensationFundfor clerical serv-
ices, postageand other necessaryexpensesincurred by
the Adjutant General in the administrationof this act.
