AN ACT

Authorizing the marking o' highways and intersections in the
State highway system ani conferring powers on the Depart-
ment of Highways.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Highways may apply,
and thereafter maintain and repaint, along the edges of
all three and four lane State highways without curbs,
and on the curbs at all intersections on highways in the
State highway system, a luminous stripe which shall
have sufficient reflection und brilliance so as to effectively
warn vehicular traffic from crossing the edge of the
highway or intersection ind entering on the shoulder or
berm.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

448), known as ‘‘The Fish Law of 1925,”’ is amended L. 448,
by adding, after clause (n), a new clause to read: e by
Section 285. Fish License Fund BEstablished—Al “*"*
fees, fines, penalties, and other moneys paid, received,
recovered, and collected (a) under the provisions of any
law repealed and replaced by this act and now held in
the State Treasury as a fund or any part of a fund sep-
arate and apart from the various purposes designated
by law, or (b) that may be hereafter paid, recovered,
received, and collected under the provisions of any act
repealed and replaced by this act, or (¢) that may be
paid, received, recovered, and collected under the pro-
visions of this act, shall be placed in a separate fund
by the State Treasurer, to be known as ‘‘The Fish
Fund,’’ and shall be used solely for the payment of all
expenses incurred by the Department of Revenue in
procuring, issuing, or supervising the issuance of resi-
dent and nonresident fishing licenses and license buttons,
and under the direction of the commission for the follow-
ing purposes:
