AN ACT

Amending the act of June 25, 1947 (P. L. 1145), entitled, as
amended,“An act empoweringcities of the secondclass, cities
of the second class A, cities of the third class,boroughs,towns,
townships of the first class, townships of, the second class,
school districts of the secondclass, schooldistricts of the third
classandschooldistricts of the fourthclass to levy, assess,and
collect or to provide for the levying, assessmentand collection
of certain additional taxes subject to maximum limitations for
general revenue purposes; authorizing the establlshmentof
bureausandthe appointmentand compensationof officers and
empl•oyesto assessand collect such taxes;andpermitting pen-
alties to be imposedand enforced;providing an appealfrom
the ordinanceor resolution levying such taxes to the court of
quartersessionsandto the SupremeCourt andSuperiorCourt,”
providing for levying, assessmentandcollection of taxesby cer-
tain independentschool districts.

sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1, act of June 25, 1947 (P. L.
1145), entitled, as amended,“An act empoweringcities

Section 1. A. Delegationof Taxing Powersand Re-
strictions Thereon.—

Al. The boardof schooldirectors of all independent
school districts in which the board membersare elected
or appointed by court may levy, assessand collect or
provide for the levying, assessmentand collection of
taxesas herein authorized,at the sametime and in the
samemanneras other schooldistricts of the sameclass
to whichsuch independentdistrict belongs. The aggre-
gate amount of all taxesimposedby any independent
school district under this sectionduring any fiscal year
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shallnot exceedan amoientequalto theproduct obtained
by multiplying the latst total valuationof real estate
in such district by fifteen (15) mills.

Section 2. This act ihall takeeffect immediately.

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Amending the act of June~:i, 1939 (P. L. 566), entitled “An act
defining the liability of ait employerto pay damagesfor occu-
pationaldiseasecontracte’:l by an employearising out of and
in the courseof employmilnt; establishingan electiveschedule
of compensation;providing procedurefor the determinationof
liability and compensatior,thereunder;imposing duties on the
Depai’tmentof Labor anc. Industry, the Workmen’s Compen-
sationBoard, Workmen’sCompensationReferees,and deansof
medical schools; creatinga medical board to determine,con-
troverted medical issues; establishing an OccupationalDisease
Fund in custody of the State Workmen’s InsuranceBoard;
imposing upon the Comm)nwealth a part of the compensation
payablefor certainoccupa:ional diseases;making an appropria-
tion; and prescribingpenalties,” including certain diseasesof
fire-fighterswithin themeaningof the termoccupationaldisease.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 108, act of June 21,.1939 (P. L.
566),known as “The Pei~nsylvaniaOccupationalDisease
Act,” is amendedby adding, after clause (n) thereof,
a new clauseto read:

Section 108. The term “occupational disease,” as

used in this act, shall meanonly the following diseases:

~ * * * *

(o) Diseases of the heart and lungs, resulting in
~ither temporaryor permanenttotal disability or death,
after four years or more of service in the full time
salaried occupation of /~refighting for the benefit or
safety of the public, cau~edby extremeover-exertionin
times of stressor danger or by exposureto heat, smoke,
fumes or gases,arising directly out of the employment
of any such firemen.
