Amending the act of August 10, 1951 (P. L. 1182), entitled “An
act relating to and defin;ng chxropractlc and the nght to practice
chiropractic; requiring licensure; conferring powers and im-
posing duties upon the State Board of Chiropractic Examiners
and the Department of Public Instruction; providing for the
granting, suspension and revocation of hcenses issued by the
board; preserving the ‘ights of existing licensees and giving
them certain personal choice as to jurisdiction; conferring juris-
diction upon the court of common pleas of Dauphm county;
and prescribing penaltics,” permitting students in their final
semester of chiropractic college to be admitted to the standard
exammatlon

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Snbsectisn (a) of section 10, act of Au-
gust 10, 1951 (P. L. 1182), known as the ‘‘ Chiropractic
Registration Act of 19%1,’’ is amended to read:

Section 10. Examirnations.—

(a) The board shall admit to a standard examlnatmn
any applicant who has complied with the qualifications
provided herein, except that the board may, in its dis-
cretion, permit a student im good standing in his final
semester in an approved chiropractic college to be ad-
mitted to the standard examination provided he meets
all the other requirements of the Chiropractic Registra-
tion Act of 1951. Howcver, before license can be granted
he must have certification of graduation from said col-
lege. The examination shall be demonstrative, oral and
written, upon the principles and technique of chiroprac-
tic as herein defined, and shall include the following sub-
jects: Anatomy, Physiology, Histology, Chemistry,
Pathology, Bacteriologjr, Diagnosis, Hygiene and Sani-
tation, Symtomatology, Chiropractic Analysis, X-Ray,
Chiropractic Principles, and a practical demonstration

of chiropractic techniquie.
