AN ACT
Relatingto the practiceof professionalnursing; provid-

ing for the licensingof nursesand for the revocation
andsuspensionof suchlicenses,subjectto appeal,and
for their reinstatement;providing for the [annual]
renewalof suchlicenses;regulatingnursingin general;
prescribingpenaltiesandrepealingcertainlaws.
Section 11. Eachperson,uponbeinglicensedby the

Boardas a licensedregisterednurseunderthe provisions
of thisact,shall,withoutadditionalfee therefor,be given
a card to evidencesuch license, which shall be valid
during the current renewal [year] biennium. Licenses
issuedpursuantto this actshallexpireon the thirty-first
dayof Octoberof each [year] biennium,or on Inchother
[annual] biennial expirationdate as the Boardmayfix.
Application for renewal of a license shall [annually]
bienniallybe forwardedto eachactive registrantprior to
the expiration date of the current renewal [yearl
biennium. The applicationform shall be completedand
returnedto the Board, accompaniedby the requiredfee
of [one dollar ($1)] four dollars ($4); upon approval
of eachapplication,the applicantshall receivea renewal
of license.

The form andmethod of licensureand renewal shall
be provided for by the Board in such manneras will
enableit to carryinto effect the purposesof thisact. The
Boardshallmaintaina recordof all licensesissuedunder
thisactandof all renewals,ashereinprovided.
