Sale of Electric Light Works—A
borough may sell all or part of its electric light plant to'
a purchaser for such price as the partics may agree upon,
and thercafter for all purposes that price shall be deemed

lo be the purchaser’s original cost less accrued deprecia-|
tion of the plant at the date of purchase.

AN ACT

Providing for the crcation and operation of the Juvcnile Court
Judges” Commission in the Department of Justice; prescribing
its powers and dutics; and making an appropriation. !

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-;
sylvania hercby enacts as follows: ‘

Section 1. (a) There is hereby created in the Depart-
ment of Justice, a ‘‘Juvenile Court Judges’ Commis-
sion.”’

(b) The provisions of this act shall not apply to:
Juvenile courts, juvenile court judges or probation offices
in counties of the first class. ‘

Scction 2. The commission shall consist of nine judges '
who shall be appointed by the Governor from a list of .
Judges, serving in the juvenile courts, selected and sub-
mitted by the Chicf Justice of ’ennsylvania. Three of |
the first nine appointed shall serve for three years, three
for two yecars, and three for one ycar. Thercafter, the -
term for all members shall be for three years. The com-
mission shall, annually, seleet one of their number to be
chairman and one to be sceretary. Five members shall
constitute a quorum.

Section 3. The chairman, with the approval of the
majority of the commission, may appoint and fix the
compeunsation of such assistants, clerks and stenographers
as are necessary to cnable the commission to perform the
powers and duties vested in it. T'he compensation of such
assistants, clerks and stenographers shall be fixed within
limitations fixed by the Exccutive Board, and shall be
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eligible to apply for membership in the State Employes’
Retirement System. During his term of employment, no-
assistant shall engage, directly or indirectly, in the
practice of law in any juvenile court of the Common-
wealth.

Section 4. The commission shall have the power and
its duty shall be—

(1) To advise the juvenile court judges of the Com-
monwealth in all matters pertaining to the proper care
and maintenance of delinquent children.

(2) Examine the administrative methods and judicial
procedure used in juvenile courts throughout the State,
establish standards and make recommendations on the
same to the courts. :

(3) Examine the personnel practices and employment
standards used in probation offices in the Commonwealth,
establish standards and make recommendations on the
same to the courts.

(4) Collect, compile and publish such statistical and
other data as may be needed to aceomplish reasonable and
efficient administration of the juvenile courts.

Scction 5. Kach year therc shall be quarterly meet-
ings of the commission, and such additional meetings as
the chairman shall deem necessary. Each commissioner
attending such meetings shall be paid only his necessary
expenses incurred in attending the meetings.

Scetion 6. The sum of fifteen thousand dollars
($15,000), or as much thercof as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated from the General Fund of the
*Commonwealth to the Department of Justice for the
use of the Juvenile Court Judges’ Commission for the
payment of cxpenses incurred in the fiscal biennium
beginning June 1, 1959,

Section 7. This act shall take cffect immediately.
