Section 2541. Paymentson Accountof Pupil Trans-
portation.—Schooldistricts shall be paid by the *Com
monwealth for every school year on account of pupil
transportationwhich, and the meansandcontractspro-
viding for which, havebeenapprovedby theDepartment
of Public Instruction, in the caseshereinafterenumer-
ated, an amount to be determinedby multiplying the
cost of approvedreimbursablepupil transportationin-
curred by the district by the [district] district’s sub-
sidiary account reimbursementfraction. In addition
thereto, the Commonwealthshall pay to school districts
which own their own vehicles, an annual depreciation
chargeof ten percentum (10%), to be calculatedon the
basisof the approvedcost at which the district acquired
the vehicle for which depreciation is claimed. With
respectto vehiclespurchasedprior to January1, 1956,
the number of depreciationpaymentsshall be limited
to ten such payments. With respectto vehicles pur-
chasedon or after January1, 1956, the annualdepreci-
ation charge shall not exceed seven hundred dollars

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($700) for suchvehicles. The numberof annualdepreciL
ation chargesshall be limited, so that.the total amount
of suchpaymentsshallnot exceedthe cost of the vehicle
as approvedby the Department of Public Instruction
•at the time of the purchase.In no case shall the Com-
monwealthpay, in depreciationcharges,more than ten
thousand five hundred dollars ($10,500) for any one
vehicle.

Such~paymentsfor pupil transportationshall be made
in the following cases:

(1) To schooldistrictsof the fourth classanddistricts
of the third classwhich are located wholly within the
boundarylines of a township, or wIthin the boundary
lines of a boroughwhich has a po~rnlationof less than
five hundred (500) inhabitants to the squaremile, to
districtsof the third classoperatingschoolsjointly with
districtsof the fo~irthclassor with other districtsof the
third classehtitled to paymenton accountof transporta~
tion [, and] to mergedor union schooldistricts in which
one or more [such] of the componentdistricts [are a
component] were heretoföre eligible for reimbursement

transportationand to schooldistricts which wereeligible
heretofore for reimbursementon accountof transporta-
tion, for the transportationof anychild living morethan
two (2) miles by the nearestpublic highway from the
nearestschool in session,and to districts of the third

(3) To all school districts, for the transportationof
physically or mentally handicappedchildren regularly
enrolled in specialclassesapprovedby the Department
of Public Instruction or enrolled in a regular classin
which approved educational provisions are made for
them.

(4): To all third and fourth class school districts, for
pupils transportedto and from approved consolidated
schools or approved joint consolidatedschools or ap-
provedvocationaldistrict schoolsliving oneand one-half
milesor morefrom theschool of attendance,

Consolidatedschools or joint consolidatedschoolsor
vocationaldistrict schools shall so long as they are ap-
proved by the State Council of Education as to organ-
ization, control, location, equipment,coursesof study,
qualificationsof teachers,methodsof instruction, condi-
tion of admission, expendituresof money,methodsand
means of transportationand the contracts providing
therefor, constitute approved consolidatedschools or
approved joint consolidatedschools or approvedvoca-
tional district schools.

(5) To all school districts, for pupils transportedto
andfrom schoolsusedfor thepurposeof bettergradation
andapprovedby thecountysuperintendentof schools.

(6) To all school districts for pupils transportedto
andfrom areatechhical schools.

(7) To all schOOl districts, for the transportationof
nonresidentchildren who are placed in the home of a
resident, or who are inmates of an orphan asylum or
home or a children’s home or other institution for the
careandtraining of Orphansor otherchildren,andwho
attend the publi~~chOols,and who live two miles or
morefrom the neare~±schoolwith the propergrades.
