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Section 701. Qualifications of Electors.—Everyciti-
zen of this Commonwealth twenty-one years of age,
possessingthe following qualifications,shall be entitled
to vote at all elections,providedhe or she hascomplied
with the provisionsof the acts requiring andregulating
the registration of electors:

(1) He or she shallhavebeena citizen of the United
Statesat leastone month.

(2) He or she shallhaveresidedin the State at least
one year (or, having previously beena qualified elector
or native born citizen of the State,he or she shall have
removedtherefromand returned,then six months) im-
mediately precedingthe election.

(3) He or she shall haveresidedin the electiondis-
trict where he or she shall offer to vote at least [two
months] sixty days immediately precedingthe election,
except that if qualified to vote in an election district
prior to removalof residence,heor shemay, if a resident
of Pennsylvania,votein the electiondistrict from which
he or sheremovedhisor her residencewithin sixty days
precedingthe election.

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L. 1225), entitled “An act
concerninggame and other wild birds and wild animals; and
amending,revising, consolidating,and changingthe law relat-
ing thereto,” authorizinggame to be taken from the Stateby
resident licensedhunterswho aremembersof thearmed serv-
ices on active duty.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 715, act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.
1225), known as “The GameLaw,” is amendedto read:

Section 715. Transportation of Game Outside of
State.—Exceptas otherwiseprovided in this act, it is
unlawful for any personat any time to ship, transport
or remove,or attempt to assistto ship, transportor re-
move,or causeor attemptto haveshippedor transported
or removed,out of this State,any gameanimal or game
bird or protectedbird; or to havein his possessionor
under his control, any game bird or game animal or
protectedbird with intent to allow or aid in theshipment
or removal thereof out of this State; andit is unlawful
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for any person acting in the capacity of a common
carrier, or his or its agent,or as the operatorof a con-
veyanceof any kind, or in control of a conveyanceof
any kind, to receivefor transportation,or to transport,
remove or aid or assist in removing, or attempt to re-
move,beyondthe limits of the State,any gameaiiimal or
gamebird or protectedbird.

Nothing contained in this section shall be held to Exceptions.
imposeany penaltyupon the transportationof gamein
unbroken packagesin transit through this State from
anotherstate; nor upon the shipmentout of the State,
at any time, of gamelegally killed or taken in another
state,whetherthe samebe in original packagesor other-
wise; nor upon the shipmentof gamelegally killed in
this Commonwealth,which is delivered in good faith
to a common carrier for transportationfrom one point
to anotherpoint in this State,if necessarilycarriedout
of this Stateto reachits destination,but actuallydeliv-
ered at the point of destinationwithin this State,and,
in the caseof small game, is accompaniedby the owner
thereof;nor upon theremovalfrom the Stateat anytime Mounted
of mounted specimensof game lawfully taken if such specimens.
specimensare being transferredaspart of the personal
effectsof the owner thereof.

Any resident licensedhunter who is a memberof the
armed services on active duty and any nonresident
licensed hunter may take with him personally, when
leaving the State,in the mannerprescribedby law relat-
ing to the shipmentof gamefrom one point to another
point in this Commonwealth,and the tagging of game,
any game, except elk, that such licenseehas lawfully
taken or killed, not exceeding, during the seasonthe
numberthat anyonepersonmay lawfully takeor kill in
any three days.
