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Every “yield right-of-way” sign shall be locatedat or
near the entranceto the intersection where motorists
are required to yield the right-of-way.

Amendingthe act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act
relating to alcoholic liquors,alcohol and malt and brewedbev-
erages;amending,revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws
relating thereto; regulating and restricting the manufacture,
purchase,sale, possession,consumption,importation, transpor-
tation, furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic
in and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed
beveragesand the personsengagedor employedtherein; de-
fining the powersandduties of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Con-
trol Board; providing for the establishmentand‘operation of
State liquor stores,for the payment of certain license fees to
the respectivemunicipalitiesand townships,for the abatement
of certain nuisances and, in certain cases,for search and seizure
without warrant; prescribingpenaltiesand forfeitures; provid-
ing for local option, and repealingexisting laws,” authorizing
the sale of liquor andmalt or brewedbeveragesduring certain
hours on Sunday, in hotels, in cities of the first and second
class, undercertainconditions.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 406, act of April 12, 1951 (P. L.
90). known as the “Liquor Code,” amendedMay 27,
1957 (P.L. 201), is amendedto read:

Section 406. Sales by Liquor Licensees; ReStric-
tions.—(a) Every hotel, restaurantor club liquor licensee
may sell liquor and malt or brewed beveragesby the
glass,openbottle or other container,andin any mixture,
for consumptiononly in that part of the hotel or restau-
rant habitually used for the serving of food to guests
or patrons,and in the caseof hotels, to guests,and in
the caseof clubs, to members,in their private rooms in
the hotel or club. No club licenseenor its officers, ser-
vants, agents or employes, other than one holding a
catering license, shall sell any liquor or malt or brewed
beveragesto any personexcept a memberof the club.
No club holding a catering licensenor its officers, ser-
\rants, agentsor employes shall sell on Sunday to non-
membersany liquor or malt or brewedbeverages. In
the easeof a restaurantlocated in a hotel which is not
operatedby the owner of the hotel andwhich is licensed
to sell liquor under this act, liquor andmalt or brewed
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beveragesmay be sold for consumptionin that part of
the restauranthabitually usedfor the serving of meals
to patronsand also to guestsin private guestsrooms in
the hotel.

Hotel liquor licenseesand restaurant liquor licensees
located in hotels in cities of the first and secondclass
maysell liquor and malt or brewedbeveragesonly after
seveno’clock antemeridianof any weekday until two
o’clock antemeridianof the following day, exceptSun-
day, and may sell liquor and malt or brewed beverages
on Sundaybetweenthe hoursof oneo’clock postmeridzan
and ten o’clock postmeridian. SuchSundaysales shall
be madesubject to the restrictions imposedby the act
on sales by hotelsand restaurantsin hotelsfor saleson
weekdays as well as this section.

Hotel [, restaurant] and restaurant liquor licensees,
other thanthose locatedin hotelsin citiesof the first and
secondclass, and public service liquor licensees,their
servants,agentsor employesmay sell liquor and malt
or brewedbeveragesonly after seveno’clock antemeri-
dian of anyweek day anduntil two o’clock antemeridian
of the following day, and shallnot sell on Sunday [or].
No hotel, restaurant and public service liquor licensee
shall sell liquor and malt or brewedbeveragesafter two
o’clock antemeridianon any day on which a general,
municipal, special or primary election is being held
until onehour after the time fixed by law for closingthe
polls. No club licensee or its servants,agentsor em-
ployes may sell liquor or malt or brewed beveragesbe-
tweenthe hoursof threeo’clock antemeridianand seven
o’clock antemeridianon any day.

Any hotel, restaurant,club or public service liquor
licenseemay, by given notice to the board, advanceby
one hour the hours herein prescribedas those during
which liquor and malt or brewedbeveragesmay be sold
duringsuchpart of the yearwhendaylightsavingtime is
being observedgenerally in the municipality in which
the place of businessof such licensee is located. Any
licenseewho elects to operatehis place of businessin
accordancewith daylight Savingtime shall post a con-
spicuousnotice in his placeof businessthathe is operat-
ing in accordancewith daylight saving time.

(b) Wheneverelectors equal to at least twenty-five
per centumof the highestvote cast for any office in any
city of the first or second class at the last preceding
general election shall file a petition with the county
boardof electionsof the countyfor a referendumon the
questionof determiningthe will of the electorswith re-
spectto the authorizationof the sale of liquor and malt
or brewed beveragesduring certain hours on Sunday
in hotels,the countyboardof electionsshall causea ques-
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tion to be placedon the ballots or on the voting machine
boardand submittedat the primary immediatelypreced-
ing the municipal election. Said proceedingsshall be in
the mannerand subject to the provisionsof the election
laws which relate to the signing, filing and adjudication
of nominationpetitions in so far as suchprovisionsare
applicable. Such question shall be in the following
form:

Do you favor the authorization
of the sale of liquor and malt
or brewed beverageson Sunday
in hotels betweenthe hours of
oneo’clock postmeridianand ten

Yes

No
o’clock *postmeridian?

The said questionshall be printed on separateofficial
ballots in bound form by the county commissionersof
eachcounty in which cities of the first and secondclass
are established.A sufficient number of ballots shall be
furnishedto the election officers in eachelectiondistrict
of such countiesso that one ballot may be supplied to
each voter at such election. In districts where voting
machinesare used,such questionshall appear on the
face of the machine u’here the machine is properly
equippedfor such purposes.

(c) The votes cast on such questionshall be counted
by the electionofficersandreturns thereofmadeby them,
and by election officers where voting machinesare used,
to the prothonotary of the county, who shall lay the
samebeforethereturn board for computationat the same
time and in the samemanneras other returns. The re-
turn board shall compute the said returns by munici-
palities and certify the results of the vote cast on the
questionto the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board.

(d) In any city of the first or secondclass, the will
of the electors with respectto the authorizationof the
sale of liquor and malt or brewed beveragesduring
certain hours on Sundayin hotelsmay, after the year
1960, but not oftener than once in four years, be ascer-
tained and the questionas providedin this act shall be
submitted to the electors of any city of the first or
secondclass,upon demandin writing of petitionersequal
to at least twenty-fiveper centum of the highestvote
cast for any office in the city of the first or secondclass
at the last preceding general or municipal election.
Suchpetitionshall be filed with the corporateauthorities

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at leastsixtydaysbeforethe day of any electionat which
the questionis to be submitted,and, if the petition is
sufficiently signed, shall thereuponbe certified to the
county commissionerswho shall causesuch questionto
be submittedin the samemanneras is provided in this
act for the’ election in the year *1961. If a majority of
the electors voting in any city of the first or second
class vote“yes,” authorizationof the sale of liquor and
malt or brewedbeveragesduring certain hours on Sun-
dayin hotelsshall begrantedby thePennsylvaniaLiquor
Control Board, but if a majority of the electorsvoting
on suchquestionvote “no,” Ihen the authorizationshall
be withdrawn.

(e) It is the intent of this act to provide a method
wherebythe will of the electors of each city, with re-
spectto the authorizationof the sale of liquor and malt
or brewed beveragesduring certain hours on Sundal/
in hotels,may be ascertained,and it shall be the duty
of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board to grant
such authorization in accordancewith the will of the
electorsas ascertainedat saidelection. In caseof failure
of the board to do so, the duty herein imposedupon the
board may be enforcedby mandamus.

(f) The provisionsof this sectionshall be applicable
only to those hotelswhosesalesof food and nonalcoholic
beveragesare equal to fifty-five per centumor more of
the combined gross sales of both food and alcoholic
beverages.

(g) The provisionsof this sectionshall be applicable
only to those rooms in hotels customarily usedfor the
serving of food.

(h) The board is specifically given power, without
limiting the power conferredby other sections,to make
such rules and regulationsas it deemsnecessaryto in-
sure compliancewith and the enforcementof the pro-
visionsof this section.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately, but ~
