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which extend beyond the boundaries of the city or county
concerned. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
act (including the provisions of section 2 of this act)
nothing in this act shall limit the powers conferred under
existing laws upon counties of the first and second eclass
to enact and enforce through the county health depart-
ment or otherwise, ordinances or rules and regulations
controlling and regulating air pollution or the emission
of smoke.

Section 13. Appropriation.—There is hereby appro-
priated to the Department of Health the sum of fifty
thousand dollars ($50,000.00), or as much thereof as is
necessary, to carry out the provisions of this act. All
moneys expended pursuant to the provisions of this act
shall be expended consistent with the policies of the
Commission.

* Section 14. Severability.—The provisions of this act
are severable and if any *provision, sentence, clause,
section or part thereof shall be held illegal, invalid, un-
constitutional or inapplicable to any person or circum-
stances, such illegality, invalidity, unconstitutionality
or inapplicability shall not affect or impair any of the
remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, sections or parts
of the ordinance or their application to him or to other
persons and circumstances. It is hereby declared to be
the legislative intent that this act would have been
adopted if such illegal, invalid or unconstitutional pro-
vision, sentence, clause, section or part had not been
included therein, and if the person or circumstances to
which the ordinance or any part thereof is inapplicable
had not specifically been exempted therefrom. .

Section 15. Effective Date.—This act shall take effect
immediately : Provided, however, That the rules and
regulations promulgated pursuant to the provisions of
this act shall be of no effect until one (1) year after
the passage of this act.

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The terms of each member of each such board shall
be six years, and until his successor is appointed and
qualified.

The terms of the first three members of all boards, the
members of which now serve for terms of four years,
appointed by the Governor on or after the third Tuesday
of January, 1959, shall expire on the third Tuesday of
January, 1961. The terms of the next three members
appointed shall expire on the third Tuesday of January
1963. The terms of the next three members appointed
shall expire on the third Tuesday of January, 1965.
Their *successors and all members of all boards, ap-
pointed to succeed members who have served six year
terms, shall be appointed for terms of six years from the
date of the expiration of the preceding term. Vacancies
happening before the expiration of a term shall be filled
for the unexpired term.

Five members of any. such board shall constitute a
**gquorum.

Each such board shall annually elect a president and
vice-president from among its members, and a secretary
and treasurer who need not be members of the board.

Section 1311. Boards of Trustees of State Institutions
Within the Department.—The boards of trustees of the
several State [Normal Schools or Teachers Colleges, the
Board of Trustees of the Cheyney State Teachers’ Col-
lege] Colleges, the Board of Trustees of Pennsylvania
State Oral School for the Deaf, the Board of Trustees of
Scotland School for Veterans’ Children, and the Board
of Trustees of Thaddeus Stevens Trade School, shall
have general direction and control of the property and
management of their respective institutions. Each of the
[said] boards of trustees shall have the power and its
duty shall be:

(a) Subject to the approval of the Governor, to elect
a president, principal, or superintendent, of the institu-
tion, who shall, subject to the authority of the board, ad-
minister the institution, and, if deemed advisable, a
business manager ;

(b) On nomination by the president, principal, or
superintendent, from time to time, to appoint such officers
and employes as may be necessary;

(e) To fix the salaries of its employes in conformity
with the standards established by the Executive Board;

(d) Subject to the approval of the Superintendent of
Public Instruction, to make such by-laws, rules and regu-
lations for the management of the institution as it may
deem advisable.

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P. L. 1333), entitled “An act
concerning elections, including general, municipal, special and
primary elections, the nomination of candidates, primary and
election expenses and election contests; creating and defining
membership of county boards of elections; imposing duties
upon the Secretary of the Commonwealth, courts, county boards
of elections, county commissioners; imposing penalties for viola-
tion of the act, and codifying, revising and consolidating the
laws relating thereto; and repealing certain acts and parts of
acts relating to elections,” providing a system whereby certain
electors absent from or unable to attend their regular polling
places may cast their votes and providing fer powers, duties and
penalties in relation thereto.
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
