Upon considerationof the applications including ap-
plicationsmade becauseof damagescausedby disastershappening
after August,1955, andaftersuchinvestigationas he deemsnecessary
the Secretaryof Highways,with theapprovalof the StateCouncil of
Civil Defense,shall allocateto each applicant as much of the fund
herebyappropriatedas the applicationshall justify and reasonably
warrant. No applicationor amendmentthereofshall be receivedor
permitted [after September30, 1957,] unlesssubmittedwithin ninety
days of the occurrenceof the disaster. Paymentsof the ***amounts
allocatedshall be madeto the ****treasurersof the severalpolitical
subdivisionsby requisition of the Departmentof Highways in the
mannerprovidedby law. Thedepartmentmaymakerulesandregula-
tions for carrying out the provisions of this act. All funds not
allocatedshall lapseand revertto the Motor License Fund.

Section 8. This act shall take effect immediately.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. All funds which arenot requiredto carry out the pro-
visionsof section4, actof September8, 1955 (AppropriationAct, No.
18-A), which sectionmadean appropriationof thirty million dollars
($30,000,000)out of the Motor LicenseFund, areherebylapsedand
said funds shall revert to the Motor License Fund in the State
Treasury.
