Governor,the Departmentof Forestsand Waters and the De-
partment of Property and Supplies with reference to annual
appropriations.

Section701. The Governor.—TheGovernorshallhave

the powerandit shall be his duty:

* * * * *

(h) After each [biennial] annual appropriation to
the Departmentof Propertyand Supplies, (1) for the
purchaseof stationery,paper,printing, binding, ruling,
lithographing, color printing, engraving, paper, enve-
lopes,and other printing andbinding supplies, (2) for
fuel, supplies, furniture, furnishings, repairs, altera-
tions, and improvements, (3) for automobiles, and
(4) for rentals of branch offices, after making proper
deductionsfor the needsof the legislative and judicial
departments,to allocateand, from time to time, to re-
allocate to the several administrative departments,
boards, and commissions,such portions of such appro-
priations as will fairly representthe needsof the de-
partments,boards,andcommissions,for the [biennium]
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year, taking into considerationthe right of any such
department,board, or commission,to pay its necessary
expensesor purchasefurniture, materials, or supplies
out of fees or other moneysreceivedby or moneysspe-
cifically appropriatedto it.

Every administrativedepartment,board, or commis-
sion shall be limited in its right to make requisition
upon the Departmentof Propertyand Suppliesto the
amount allocatedto it, unless the Governor shall sub-
sequentlypermit the Departmentof PropertyandSup-
plies to honor requisitionsin excessof suchamount.

Section 2. Clause (a) of section 1802 of the act,
amendedApril 8, 1937 (P. L. 282) and June21, 1937

Section 1802. Forest Powers and Duties.—The De-
partment of Forestsand Watersshall have the power,
and its duty shallbe:

(a) With the approvalof the State Forest Commis-
sion, to acquire,in the name of the Commonwealth,by
purchase,gift, lease,or condemnation,andhold as State
forests,subject to the conditionsof any such lease,and
subject to such reservations,if any, of mineral rights,
stumpagerights, rights of way, or other encumbrances,
as the departmentand the State Forest Commission
deemto be consistentwith such holding, any lands, in-
cluding tax delinquent lands, which, in the judgment
of the department,the Commonwealthshouldhold, man-
age, control, protect, maintain,utilize, and regulate,as
Stateforestsor for reforestation,andadding to andex-
tending the existing State forests for the purposeof
lesseningsoil erosion and silting up of reservoirs;con-
trol the flow of streamsand extinguish interior hold-
ings; or for the establishmentand maintenanceof fire
observationtowers and stations, and such adjoining
lands as may be deemednecessaryto control, maintain,
and develop such towers and stations, and to furnish
accessto them. The purchaseprice of any such lands
shall not exceedten dollarsper acre, exceptsuchas are
acquiredfor fire observationtower andstationpurposes,
except the price paid for interior holdings and farms
andmarginalfarmsalong Stateforest lands,which shall
not exceed twenty dollars per acre. The amount ex-
pendedfor the acquisitionof landsfor Stateforestpur-
poses,in any [biennial] annual appropriationperiod,
shall not exceedthe appropriationfor that purposefor
such period, and the amount expendedfor other land
acquisitionsshall not exceedappropriationsmade for
suchpurposes;

stationery,materials,and suppliesallocatedto such de-
partment,board, or commissionby the Governor,shall
have been expendedfor such department,board, or
commission;

Section 2406. Publications.—TheDepartment of
Property and Supplies shall have the power, and its
duty shallbe:

* * * * *

(e) To distribute all documents,upon requisition of
the persons entitled to make requisition therefor, by
causingthe sameto be packed in packagesor boxesad-
dressedas required in the requisition, and delivered
personallyat the office of the department,or free at the
post office, expressor freight office, indicated in the
requisition: Provided, That the departmentshall not,
without the consentof the Governor,honor any requisi-
tion from any administrative department,board, or
commission,after the amountof any [biennial] annual
appropriationfor documentsallocated to such depart-
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melt, board, or commission,shall have been expended
for such department,board, or commission;
