The chartercommissionshall consistof
not less than nine nor morethan fifteen members,which
numbershall be designatedin the ordinanceor the peti-
tion calling for an election. Three of the membersof
the commissionshall be selectedby the mayor andcoun-
cil from among their number. The remainder of the
membersshall be elected by the qualified voters at the
same election the questionis submitted to the electors
or at the nextsucceedingprimary or municipal election.
Candidatesfor the office of charter commissionershall
be nominatedandplacedupon the ballot containingthe
questionor if not placedupon such ballot shall be placed
upon the ballot at the next succeedingprimary or mu-
nicipal electionandthe proceedingsthereonadjudicated
iii the mannerprovided by aand subject to the provi-
sions of the PennsylvaniaElection Code which relate
to the nomination of candidatesnominatedby nomina-
tion papersfiled by political bodiesfor otheroffices elec-
tive by the voters of a city, except that they shall be
nominated and listed without any political designa-
tion or slogan,andno nominationpapershall be signed
or circulated prior to thirty days before the last day
on which such papersmay be filed. Eachvoter shall be
instructed to vote on the question and, regardlessof
the mannerof his vote on the question, to vote for the
designatednumberof membersof a chartercommission
who shall serveif thequestionis or has beendetermined
in the affirmative.

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Section 1. Section 1512, act of July 28, 1953 (P. L.

Section 1512. Manner of Making Appointments.—
‘Every position of employment,except that of superin-
tendent of police or equivalentofficial, unlessfilled by
promotion or reinstatement,shall be filled only in the
following manner: The county commissioners shall
notify the commissionof anyvacancyin the police force
which is to be filled andshall requestthe certificatiOnof
a list of eligibles. The commissionshall certify for each
existing vacancy, from the eligible list, the names of
three persons thereon, who have receivedthe highest
averagein the last precedingexaminationheld within
aperiod of [one year] two yearsnext precedingthe date
of the requestfor such eligibles. The county commis-
sionersshall thereupon,with sole referenceto the merits
and fitness of the candidates,make an appointment
from the threenamescertified, unlessthey makeobjec-
tions to the commissionas to oneor moreof the persons
so certified for any of the reasonsstatedin the preceding
section.
