Amending the act of June 2, 1937 (P. L. 1184), entitled, as
amended, “An act authorizing cities of the first and second class

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-

sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Seetion 1. Section 1, act of June 2, 1937 (P. L.
1184), entitled, as amended, ‘‘ An act authorizing cities
of the first and second class and second class A and
incorporated towns to make appropriations to organiza-
tions of ex-service men to aid in defraying the expenses
of Memorial Day, Flag Day and Armistice Day,”’ re-
