Section 1. Section1921,act of August9, 1955 (P. L.
323), known as “The County Code,” amendedJune1,

Section 1921. Appropriations to Veterans’ Organi-
zations for Expensesof Memorial Day.—(a) The board
of commissionersmay appropriate, annually, to each
campof the United SpanishWar Veterans,and to each
post of the American Legion, and to each post of the
Veterans of Foreign Wars, and to each post of the
AmericanWar Veteransof World War II (AMVETS),
and to each post of the Society of the Twenty-eighth
Division, AEF, Incorporated,and to eachpost of the
Italian American [World] War Veterans of the
United States,Incorporated,andto eachdetachmentof
theMarine CorpsLeague,andto eachNavalAssociation,
and to each post of the Grand Army of the Republic,

Providing for the construction,erectionandmaintenanceof road-
side restsadjacentto State highway routes; providing for the
acquisstionof interestsin land by gift, purchaseor condemna-
tion; grantingpowersto andimposingdutiesupon theDepart-
ment of Highways, the Secretaryof Highways, the Governor
and theDepartmentof PropertyandSupplies;authorizingrules
and regulationsand providing penaltiesfor violations thereof,
andmaking an appropriation.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Roadside rests.
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The Department of Highways is hereby
authorizedand empoweredto construct,erect andmain-
tain roadsiderestsadjacentto Statehighway routesfor
the health, safety, welfare and accommodationof the
traveling public.

Section 2. The number, location and size of such
roadside rests shall be determinedby the Secretaryof
Highways with the approval of the Governor.

Section 3. The departmentshall have the right and
the power to acquireby gift, purchaseor condemnation
such property in fee simple absolute or such lesser
estateor interest as the Secretaryof Highways deter-
mines is necessaryfor the construction,erection,main-
tenance and protection from encroachment of such
roadsiderests. The cost of planning, acquisition, con-
struction and erectionof any one rest shall not exceed
twelve thousanddollars ($12,000).Thepowerof eminent
domain, for the purposeof condemnationof such prop-
erty in fee simple absolute or such lesser estate or
interest as the Secretary of Highways determinesis
necessary,shall be exercisedin the same manneras is
now or may hereafterbe provided by law for the con-
demnation of property in changing widths, lines and
locationsof Statehighways.
