Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled “An act
relating to the public schoolsystem,including certain provisions
applicableas well to private and parochial schools; amending,
revising, consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto,”
prohibiting the purchase of insurance from or through any
person employed by the school district in a teaching or ad-
ministrative capacity.

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 513, act of
March10, 1949 (P. L. 30), known as the “Public School
Code of 1949,” amendedMay 9, 1949 (P. L. 939). is
amendedto read:

Section 513. Group TnsuraneeContracts.—(a)Any
schooldistrict may makecontractsof insurancewith any
insurancecompany,or nonprofit hospitalizationcorpo-
ration, or nonprofit medical servicecorporation,author-
ized to transactbusinesswithin the Commonwealth,in-
suring its employes,or anyclassor classesthereof,under
a policy or policies of group insurance covering life,
health, hospitalization,medical service, or accident in-
surance,and may contract with any such company
granting annuities or pensions,for t.he pensioningof
such employes.andfor such purposesmay agreeto pay
part or all of the premiumsor chargesfor carrying such
contracts,and may appropriateout of its treasuryany
money necessaryto pay such premiums or chargesor
portionsthereof. No contract or contractsof insurance
authorized by this sectionshall be purchasedfrom or
through any person employedby the school district in
a teachingor administrativecapacity.

(b) The boardof schooldirectorsin every school dis-
trict shall havefull power and authority to makeand
enterinto any contractor contractsit may deemproper
with any person, firm or corporation, including any
mutual insurancecompanyauthorized to transactbusi-
nessin this Commonwealth, for the purposeof insuring
every employeof the school district againstliability for
damagessustainedby pupils or othersas a result of the
employes’ negligence in the performanceof his or her
dutiesduring the courseof his or her employment.

(c) No contract or contractsof insuranceauthorized
by this sectionshall be purchasedfrom or through any
person employedby the school district in a teaching or
administrativecapacity.

Repealingsubdivisions(q) and (r) of Article XI., act of May 1,
1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act concerningtownshipsof the
secondclass;andamending,revising, consolidating,and chang-
ing the law relating thereto,” abolishing the right of taxpayers
to acquirethe right to furnish all materialsand labor necessary
for opening, making and repairing township highways and
bridges.

rrhe GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-

sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subdivisions (q) and (r) of Article XI.,
act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), known as “The Second
ClassTownship Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481), subdivision (r) of Arti~leXl. added
March 20, 1956 (P. L. 1~07),are repealed.

Section 2. This act,shall take effect immediately.
