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to transactbusinessin this Commonwealth,for the pur-
poseof insuringagainstlossor damageby fire, or other-
wise,anyor all of the schoolbuildings or otherproperty
ownedor leasedby the schooldistrict.

(b) The boardof schooldirectorsin every school dis-
trict shall havefull power and authority to makeand
enterinto any contractor contractsit may deemproper
with any person, firm or corporation, including any
mutual insurancecompanyauthorized to transactbusi-
nessin this Commonwealth, for the purposeof insuring
every employeof the school district againstliability for
damagessustainedby pupils or othersas a result of the
employes’ negligence in the performanceof his or her
dutiesduring the courseof his or her employment.

(c) No contract or contractsof insuranceauthorized
by this sectionshall be purchasedfrom or through any
person employedby the school district in a teaching or
administrativecapacity.

Section 1. Subdivisions (q) and (r) of Article XI.,
act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), known as “The Second
ClassTownship Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481), subdivision (r) of Arti~leXl. added
March 20, 1956 (P. L. 1~07),are repealed.

Section 2. This act,shall take effect immediately.
