AN ACT

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidating and revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle Financial Responsibility Act and other acts
relating to the ownership, possession and use of vehicles and
tractors,” prohibiting persons under fourteen years of age from
operating certain tractors and other equipment except under
limited circumstances.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 602, act of April 29, 1959 (P. L.
58), known as ‘‘The Vehicle, Code,’’ is amended to read:

Section 602. Persons Exempt from License.—Every
person in the service of the Federal Government or in the
service of the Pennsylvania National Guard, when fur-
nished with a driver’s permit, and when operating an
official motor vehiele or tractor in such service, shall be
exempt from license under this act. Every person op-
erating a tractor or any motorized self-propelled equip-
ment not required to have registration under this act,
shall also be exempt from obtaining an operator’s license.
The provisions of this section climinaling the require-
ment of a licensc for persons operating certain tractors
and equipment shall not apply to persons under four-
teen (14) years of age, cxcept on those one and two lane
highways which bisect or immediately adjoin the prem-
ises upon which the operator resides.

AN ACT

Authorizing counties, cities, boroughs, incorporated towns and
townships to create historic districts within their geographic
boundaries; providing for the appointment of Boards of His-
torical Architectural Review; empowering governing bodies of
political subdivisions to protect the distinctive historical char-
acter of these districts and to regulate the erection, reconstruc-
tion, alteration, restoration, demolition or razing of buildings
within the historic districts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:
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Section 1. The term ‘‘governing body,”’ as used in
this act, shall mean the board of commissioners of any
county, the council of any city, except cities of the first
