LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 622, act of April 18, *1949 (P. L.
512), known as the ‘‘Fiduciaries Act of 1949,”" is
amended to read:

Section 622, Classification and Order of Payment.—
If the applicable assets of the estate are insufficient to
pay all proper charges and claims in full, the personal
representative, subject to any preference given by law
to claims due the United States, shall pay them in the
following order, without priority as between claims of
the same class:

(1) The costs of administration;

(2) The family exemption;

(3) The costs of the decedent’s funeral and burial,
and the costs of medicines furnished to him within six
months of his death, of medical or nursing services per-
formed for him within that time, of hospital services in-
cluding maintenance provided him within that time,
and of services performed for him by any of his em-
ployees within that time;

(4) The cost of a gravemarker;

(5) Rents for the occupancy of the decedent’s resi-
dence for six months immediately prior to his death;

(6) All other claims, including claims by the Com-
monwealth.

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor. to sell and convey 3.68 acres, more
or less, of land situate in Indiana Borough, Indiana County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approval of the Govenor, is hereby au-
thorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of Penusylvania
to sell, at public sale to the highest bidder, the following
deseribed tract of land, together with all improvements

Parcel No. 4. (formerly part of large parcel No. 3)
Beginning at the point formed by the intersection of
the westerly line of North Fourth Street with the south-
erly line of North Street; thence (1) running in a south-
erly direction along the westerly line of North Fourth
Street south 0 degrees 52 minutes west to the point
formed by the intersection of the westerly line of North
Fourth Street with the northerly line of Douglas Alley
(unopened), a distance of 172.34 feet; thence (2) run-
ning in a westerly direction along the northerly line of
Douglas Alley north 89 degrees 38 minutes west to the
point formed by the intersection of the northerly line
of Douglas Alley with the easterly line of lands owned
by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, a distance of

Condemnation of Coulter Alley.

The 25 foot wide alley, known as Coulter Alley, be-
tween Chestnut Street and the northern boundary line
of the Borough of North Avenue was opened as a public
alley of the Borough of Indiana, on October 2, 1945, by
Ordinance No. 534, ¥containing .0952 acres, more
or less.

The conveyance shall be made under and subject,
nevertheless, to all easements, servitudes and rights of
others, including but not confined to streets, roadways
and rights of any telephone, telegraph, water, eleetric,
gas or pipe line companies as well as under and subject,
nevertheless, to any estate or tenancies vested in third
persons, whether or not appearing of record, for any
portion of the said land or improvements erected thereon.

Section 2. The deed of conveyance shall be approved
by the Department of Justice and shall be executed by
the Secretary of Property and Supplies in the name of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Section 3. All moneys received from the sale of the
land herein authorized to be conveyed shall be deposited
in the General Fund.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

No. 170
AN ACT

Authorizing arraignments in courts of quarter sessions of the peace
and courts of oyer and termincr and general jail delivery.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-

sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Courts of quarter sessions of the peace
and courts of oyer and terminer and general jail deliv-
ery may, by rule of court, provide for arraignment of
defendants in cases triable in such courts.

Section 2. The act of May 15, 1895 (P. L. 71), en-
titled ‘“An act to abolish arraignments in courts of oyer
and terminer, except where the charge is murder,”’” is
repealed in so far as it is inconsistent herewith.
