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(a) Eachelk, two hundreddollars ($200), and,in the
(liscretion of the court, six months’ imprisonment.

(b) Eachdeer, one hundreddollars ($100).
(e) Eachbear, two hundreddollars ($200).
(d) Eachwild turkey, ruffed grouse,ringneckpheas-

ant, quail, partridge, or woodcock, swan, wild goose,
brani, or wild duck, twenty-five dollars ($25).

(e) Each raccoon,twenty-five dollars ($25).
(f) Eachother bird or animal, ten dollars ($10).
For hunting in any manner,or for owning or pos-

sessinga shotgunor rifle or pistol or firearm, contrary
to the provisionsof this article, twenty-five dollars ($25)
and costsof prosecution.

[For owning or possessinga dog, contrary to the pro-
visions of this article, fifteen dollars and costs of
prosecution.]

Upon failure of any personconvictedof a first offense
to immediatelypaythe fine imposedandcostsof prosecu-
ion, he shall be imprisoned one day for eachdollar of

fine imposedand costs of prosecution.
Any personconvictedof a secondand subsequentof-

fense shall be liable to the fines above provided and
costs of prosecution,and in addition thereto, shall, in
the discretionof the court, suffer imprisonmentoneday
for eachdollar of fine imposed.

Promotionof [County] Local Welfare
Organizations.—TheDepartment.of Public Welfareshall
havethe power to [promote the organizationof county
councils of social agencies,and county welfare hoards,
the purposeof which shall be to coordinatethe social
welfare activities of the counties.]—

(1) Assist in the establishmentof local social welfare
planning bodies such as councils of social agencies.

(2) Provide consultation to local public officials and
voluntary organizationsin the establishmentand opera-
tion of public and private social welfare progranas in
fields in which the departmenthas responsibility.

(3) On the basis of formulae which include ratios of
public and voluntary support, to disburseFederal and
State fundsappropriatedfor the pvrposeas grants and
subsidiesto such programsif theymeetthe department’s
standards.
