AN ACT

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled “An act
relating to the public schoolsystem,including certainprovisions
applicableas well to private and parochial schools; amending,
revising, consolidatingand changing the laws relating thereto,”
excludingmusic from suppliesof the secondclass.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- Public School
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows: Code of 1949.

Section 1. Section 805, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L.
30), known as the “Public School Code of 1949,”
amendedMay 24, 1951. (P. L. 397), is amendedto read:

Section 805. Classesof SchoolSupplies; Purchasing
Agent.—Schoolsuppliesshallbe divided into two classes.
Thefirst classshallincludeschooldesks,chairs,furniture,
typewriters,andschoolapparatus.Thesecondclassshall
include all other supplies, except maps, music, globes
and textbooksnecessaryfor school use, not included in
the first class. The boardof schooldirectorsin any dis-
trict mayauthorizeor appoint thesecretaryof the board
or other executiveas purchasingagentfor the district,
with authorityto purchasesuppliesof eitherclasscosting
less than threehundreddollars ($300).

AN ACT

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act
relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed bev-
erages;amending,revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws
relating thereto; regulating and restricting the manufacture,
purchase,sale,possession,consumption,importation, transporta-
tion, furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic in
and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewedbev-
eragesand the personsengagedor employed therein; defining
the powers and duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor Control
Board; providing for the establishmentand operation of State
liquor storesfor the paymentof certain license fees to the re-
spective municipalities and townships, for the abatement of
certain nuisancesand, in certain cases,for searchand seizure
without warrant; prescribingpenaltiesand forfeitures; provid-
ing for local option, and repealingexisting laws,” authorizing
paymentsfor liquor and malt or brewed beverageswith checks
and drafts on banks,banking institutions, trust companiesand
similar depositories;penalizingthe issuanceof worthlesschecks
by certain licenseesand requiring reports of such checksto the
board.
