(2) thematurity dateor the permissibledateof with-
drawal doesnot exceed one year from the dateof the

(3) [the aggregateof] such deposits[does not exceed
five thousanddollars,exceptthat in the caseof a mutual
savings bank the aggregatedoes] do not exceed the
amountwhich is fully insuredby the FederalDepositIn-
suranceCorporation,pursuantto the Act of Congress
of June sixteenth,one thousandnine hundredthirty-
three (48 Stat 168), and its supplementsand amend-
ments,heretoforeor hereafterenacted.
