The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The first paragraphof section226, act of
December15, 1959 (P. L. 1779), known as “The Fish
Law of 1959,” is amendedto read:

Section 226. Unlawful to Fish without License.—No
personshallangleor fish in any of the waterswithin or
boundingon or adjacentto this Commonwealthunless
the license hereinbeforeprovided be at such time con-
tinually [kept aboutthe person] displayedon an outer
garmentof the licenseeand exhibited upon the request
of any fish warden,sheriff, constableor other officer of
the Commonwealth.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The first paragraphof section401, act of
June3, 1937 (P. L. 1225), known as “The GameLaw,”
is amendedto read:

Section 401. CommissionEmpoweredto Grant Per-
mits.—ljnder the conditionsand limitations hereinafter
prescribed,the commissionmay grantpermitsat its dis-
cretion to citizens of the United Stateswho, unless
otherwisespecified, shall be residentsof the Common-
wealth andtwenty-oneyearsold or over,which permits
shall be in such form as the commissionmay determine
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andshall expire on [May thirty-first] Junethirtieth of Expiration.

Section 1. Section 622, act of June24, 1931 (P. L.
1206), known as “The First ClassTownship Code,” re-
enactedand amendedMay 27, 1949 (P. L. 1955) and
amendedJune30, 1959 (P. L. 489), is amendedto read:

Section 622. Expensesof DelegatesPaid by Town-
ships.—Eachdelegate and other officer attending the
annualmeetingof the State associationshall be allowed
for his expensesincurred in attending the meeting,
[twenty] twenty-fivedollars perday for not morethan
four days including the time employed in traveling
theretoand therefrom,togetherwith ten centspermile
in going to andreturningfrom the meeting. Theseex-
pensesshall be paid by the respectivetownships.

Section 2. This act shall take effect the first Monday Effecti~edate.
