Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act
relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed bev-
erages;amending,revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws
relating thereto; regulatingand restrictingthe manufacture,pur-
chase,sale,possession,consumption,importation, transportation,
furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic in and
useof alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewedbeverages
and the persons engagedor employed therein; defining the
powersand duties of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board;
providing for the establishmentand operation of State liquor
stores,for the payment of certain license fees to the respective
municipalities and townships, for the abatementof certain
nuisancesand, in certain cases,for search and seizure without
warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures; providing for
local option, and repealing existing laws,” further regulating
license fees and default in the payment of such fees.

Section 405. License Fees.— * *

(d) Wheneverany checksissuedin paymentof filing
and/or license fees shall be returned to the board as
dishonored,the board shall chargea fee of five dollars
($5.00) per hundreddollars, or fractional part thereof,
plus all protestfees,to the makerof suchchecksubmitted
to’ the board. Failure to pay the face amount of the
checkin full and all chargesthereonas hereinrequired
within ten days after demand has been made by the
board upon the makerof the check, the licenseof such
person, if issued,shall immediately terminate and be
cancelledwithout any action on the part of the board.

politic with power to construct, improve, equip, furnish, and
operateprojects,and to leasethe same,and to fix fees,rentals,
and charges for the use thereof; authorizing and regulating
the issuance of bonds for said Authority, and providing for
the payment of such bonds, and the rights of the holders
thereof; and to enter into agreementswith the Government
of the United Statesor any Federal agency;and authorizing
the Department of Property and Supplies to grant, assign,

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and intereststherein and to acquire lands therefor; granting
the right of eminentdomain; empoweringThe General State
Authority to sell and convey projects and property to the
Commonwealth;and providing that no debt of the Common-
wealth shall be incurredin the exerciseof any of the powers
grantedby this act,” empoweringthe Authority to construct
additions and improvementsto manual training schools and
agricultural and industrial schools receiving State aid; author-
izing contractsto leaseandleasesby the Departmentof Public
Instruction from the Authority of any additions or improve-
ments to manual training schools receiving State aid’ and
furnishing and equipmentthereofwhen usedor occupied;and-
authorizingsubleasesof such projects.

‘Section 4. Purposes and Powers; General.— The
Authority is createdfor the purposeof constructing,
improving, equipping, furnishing, maintaining, acquir-
ing and operatingsewers, sewer systems,and sewage
treatmentworks for Stateinstitutionsof every kind and
character (heretoforeor hereafterconstructed),public
buildings for the use of the Commonwealth,an official’
residencein the City of Harrisburg which shall there-
after be usedas the official residenceof the Governorof
the Commonwealth,State arsenals,armories, and mil-
itarv reserves,State airports and landing fields, State
institutions of every kind and character(heretoforeor
hereafterconstructed),additions and improvementsto
land grant colleges,State * [teachers’] colleges,univér-
sities and medical colleges, manual training schOols,
agricultural and industrial schools receiving State aid,
school buildings and the furnishings and equipment
thereoffor the use of the•public schools,Statehighways,
and bridges, toll bridges, tunnels,and traffic circles on
Statehighways,swimmingpools,andlakeson Stateland,
low headdams, improvementsto river embankments,de-
silting dams,impoundingbasins, flood control’ projects,
and the purchaseof lands for rehabilitationpurposesin

purposeand intent of this act beingto benefitthe people

lishmentof competitiveenterprises,noneof the powers
grantedhereby (other than for the construction, im-
provementand maintenanceof bridges) shall be exer-
cised in the construction, improvement, maintenance,
extensionor operationof any projector projectswhich,
in whole or in part, shall duplicate or compete with
existing enterprisesserving substantiallythe samepur-
poses,andtheAuthority is herebygrantedandshallhave
andmay exerciseall powersnecessaryor convenientfor
thecarrying out of theaforesaidpurposes,including, but
without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the
following rights and powers:

Section 9.2. Contractsto Leaseand Leasesby De-
partmentof Public Instructionor SchoolDistricts from
Authority.—The Department of Public Instruction or
any schooldistrict shall havepowerand’authority, with
approvalof the Governor, to enterinto contractswith
the Authority to leaseas‘lessee from the Authority any
school building or addition or improvementsto univer-
sities or medical colleges or manual training schools,
agricultural and industrial schools receiving State aid
and the furnishings andequipmentthereof,constructed
or improvedby the Authority, for a term, with respect
to each,not exceedingthirty (30) years, at such rental
or rentalsas may be determinedby the Authority, and
upon the completion of said schoolbuilding or additions
or improvementsand the furnishing and equipment
thereof,or when said projectsare usedor occupiedthe
Department of Public Instruction or school district
shall have power and authority, with the approvalof
the Governor, to leaseas lesseesaid school building or
additiorts or improvements and the furnishings and
equipmentthereof, for a term, with respectto each,not
exceedingthirty (30) years,at suchrentalor rentalsas
may be determinedby the Authority.

When any such project is leasedby the Authority to
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,the Department
of Public Instruction shall have power and authoi~ity,
with the approval of the Governor, to subleasesuch
project to the university or medical college or manual
training school,agricultural and industrialschool receiv-
ing State aid or school district for which said project
has been undertaken,upon such terms and conditions
as shall be agreedto.
