Amendingtheact of April 29, 1937 (P. L. 487), entitled, as
amended,“An act to provide for the permanentpersonal
registrationof electorsin cities of the secondclass,cities
of the secondclass A, cities of the third class,boroughs,
towns,and townshipsas a condition of their right to vote
at electionsandprimaries,andtheir enrollmentasmembers
of political partiesas a further condition of their right to
vote at primaries; prescribingcertain procedurefor the
conductof electionsandprimaries and the challengeand
proof of qualifications of electors; requiring the county
commissionersof thevariouscountiesto actasaregistration
commissiontherefor;andprescribingthepowersandduties
of citizens, parties, political bodies, registration commis-
sions, commissioners,registrars,inspectorsof registration
and other appointeesof registrationcommissions,county
election boards,electionofficers, municipal officers, depart-
mentsandbureaus,police officers,courts, judges,prothono-
taries,sheriffs, county commissioners,peaceofficers, county

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 21, act of April 29, 1937 (P. L.
487), known as “The PermanentRegistration Act for
Cities of the SecondClass,Cities of the SecondClassA,
Cities of the Third Class,Boroughs, Towns, and Town-
ships,” reenactedand amendedMay 31, 1955 (P. L. 62),
is amendedto read:

Section21. NaturalizedApplicants; ApplicantsWhose
Fathers, Mothers or HusbandsWere Naturalized.—All
personsclaiming the right to voteby reasonof naturaliza-
tion shall producethe proper naturalizationpapers,or a
certificateunderthe sealof the’court in whichhis natural-
ization waseffected,beforethey shall be registered:Pro-
vided, That any personclaiming citizenshipby reasonof
the naturalization of his father or mother during his
minority may be registeredeither by the productionof
his father’s or mother’s original papers,or a certified
copy thereof, or certificate of the court, or by making
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affidavit as to the court in which, and time when, his
father or motherwasnaturalized,andthat he, the appli-
cant, wasthen lessthan twenty-oneyearsof ageandthat
he is unable to producehis father’s or mother’s papers
or a certified copy thereof, or certificate: And provided
further, That any woman claiming citizenship by reason
of her marriageprior to Septembertwenty-second,one
thousandnine hundred and twenty-two, may be regis-
tered either—(a) by the production of her husband’s
original naturalizationpapers,or a certified copythereof,
or certificateof the court in which the naturalization was
effected, or by making affidavit that her husband was
naturalizedprior to their marriage, stating therein the
time when, and the court in which such naturalization
took place, and that she,the applicant, is unableto pro-
ducehis original naturalizationpapers,or a certifiedcopy
thereof, or certificate; or (b) by the production of evi-
dencethat her husbandwasa nativeborn citizen of the
United States.Each such affidavit shall be filed with the
registrationaffidavit of the personwhoseregistration it
affects, and shall be returned therewith to the office of
the registrationcommission.

A person who has previously been registered in any
city of thesecondclass,city of the secondclass A, city of
the third class, borough,town or township,andmovesto
anotheraddressin the samecity, borough,town or town-
ship,maybe reregisterednotwithstandinghis inability to
produce documentaryproof of citizenship,if suchproof
was submitted in connectionwith his prior registration
andthe fact thereofwasnotedon his registration record:
And further provided, That suchpersonhas votedwithin
two years of the date of such reregistration.

thereto; and repealingcertain acts and parts of acts re-
lating to elections,”further regulatingthetime in whichthe
court of quarter sessionsshall appoint election officers of
newly createdelection districts.
