Section 1. Any persondiving or submergingin any
waterwaywith the aid of a diving suit or othermechani-
cal devicemay place abuoy in the water at or near the
point of submergence.The buoy shallbeara red flag not
less than fourteen inches or more than twenty-four
inchessquarewith awhite stripe,runningfrom an upper
corner to a diagonallower corner, which stripe shall be
one-fifth as wide as the flag itself. The buoy shall be in
placeonly while actualdiving operationsarein progress.

Section 2. Whoevershall, upon summaryconviction
of operatinganytype of water craft within fifty feet of
such a flaggedbuoy, shall be sentencedto pay a fine of
not exceedingtwenty-five dollars ($25), and in default
of thepaymentof suchfine andcosts,shallbeimprisoned
not exceedingfive days.

Amending the act of June24, 1939 (P. L. 872), entitled “An act
to consolidate,amend and revise the penal laws of the Com-
monwealth,” prohibiting debt pooling business,voiding con-
tracts for debt pooling, and providing penalties.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872),
known as “The Penal Code,” is amendedby adding,
after section897, a new sectionto read:

Section *899. Debt Pooling.—(a) For the purpose
of this section:

(1) “Debtor” shallmeana personwhoowesan obliga-
tion or debt to anotherwhethersuchis repayablein in-
stallmentsor otherwise.

(2) “Creditor” shall meana personto whoma debt
or obligation is owedfrom anotherwhethersuchis pay-
able in installmentsor otherwise.

(3) “Debt pooling” shall meanthe makingof a con-
tract, express or implied, with a debtor or debtors
whereby the debtor agrees to pay a sum of money
periodically or otherwiseto anotherpersonfor the pur-
