The Penal Code.

Act of June 24.
1939, P. L. 872.
amended by add-
ing a new section
899.

Amending the act of June24, 1939 (P. L. 872), entitled “An act
to consolidate,amend and revise the penal laws of the Com-
monwealth,” prohibiting debt pooling business,voiding con-
tracts for debt pooling, and providing penalties.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872),
known as “The Penal Code,” is amendedby adding,
after section897, a new sectionto read:

Section *899. Debt Pooling.—(a) For the purpose
of this section:

(1) “Debtor” shallmeana personwhoowesan obliga-
tion or debt to anotherwhethersuchis repayablein in-
stallmentsor otherwise.

(2) “Creditor” shall meana personto whoma debt
or obligation is owedfrom anotherwhethersuchis pay-
able in installmentsor otherwise.

(3) “Debt pooling” shall meanthe makingof a con-
tract, express or implied, with a debtor or debtors
whereby the debtor agrees to pay a sum of money
periodically or otherwiseto anotherpersonfor the pur-

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pose of having such other persondistribute the same
among certain specifiedcreditors in accordancewith a
plan agreedupon, or to be agreed upon, and whereby
such other personshall receive a considerationfor any
suchservicesrendered,or to be rendered,in connectIon
therewith.

(b) Any personengagedin the businessof debtpool-
ing shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and, upon con-
viction thereof,shall be sentencedto pay a fine of not
less thanone hundreddollars ($100) nor morethan five
hundreddollars ($500) or to imprisonmentin thecounty
jail for not more than thirty * (30) days,or both. Any
contract for debtpooling shall be void and unenforcea-
ble.

(c) The provisionsof this act shall not apply to any
personwho is admitted to practice before the Supreme
Court of Pennsylvaniaor any court of commonpleas
within the State nor to any partnership,all the members
of which are admitted to practice before the Supreme
Court of Pennsylvaniaor any court of commonpleas
within the State,nor shall it apply to Better Business
Bureaus,Legal Aid Societies,or welfare agencieswho
act without compensationor profit on behalf of debtors
as debtadjustersor debtpoolers.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately. Act effectiveimmediately.
