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the said periodof six months. Theboardmay order fur-
thermedical, surgicalandhospitalservicesafter the end
of the six month period, if it is establishedthat further
carewill result in restoringthe injured employe‘s earn-
ing power to a substantialdegree. In each order the
boardshall specify the maximum period and the maxi-
mum cost of the treatmentdesignedfor the employe‘s
rehabilitation. The cost for such hospital treatment,
serviceandsuppliesshallnot in anycaseexceedthepre-
vailing chargein the hospital for like servicesto other
individuals. If the employeshall refusereasonableserv-
ices renderedby duly licensedpractitionersof the heal-
ing arts andhospitalservices,treatment,medicinesand
supplies,tenderedto him by his employer, he shall for-
feit all rights to compensationfor any injury or any
increasein his incapacity shown to haveresultedfrom
such refusal. Wheneveran employeshallhavesuffered
thelossof a limb, part of a limb, or an eye, the employer
shall furnish to the employe,in addition to the afore-
mentioned surgical and medical services,servicesren-
deredby duly licensed*practitionersof the healingarts,
medicinesandsupplies,an artificial limb or eyeof atype
and kind recommendedby the doctor attending such
employe in connectionwith such injury, and any re-
placementsfor an artificial limb or eye which the em-
ployemay require at any time thereafter,togetherwith
such continued medical care as may be prescribedby
the doctor attending such employein connectionwith
such injury without regard to the limitations in amount
hereinbefore set forth: Provided,That the provisionsof
this sectionshallapply in injuries whereno lossof earn-
ing power occurs.

Section 1. ShortTitle.—This act shallbe known and
may be cited as the “PennsylvaniaPrevailing Wage
Act.”

Section 2. Definitions.—Asusedin this act—

(1) “Department” meansDepartmentof Labor and
Industry of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(2) “Locality” meansanypolitical subdivision,com-
bination of the sameor parts thereof, or any area or
areasclassified, designatedand fixed by the secretary
from time to time.

(3) “Maintenancework” meansthe repair of exist-
ing facilities whenthe size, type or extentof suchfacili-
ties is not therebychangedor increased.

(4) “Public body” means the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania,any of its political subdivisions,any au-
thority createdby the GeneralAssembly of the Com-
monwealthof Pennsylvaniaand any instrumentalityor
agencyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(5) “Public work” means construction, reconstruc-
tion, demolition,alterationand/or repair work, mainte-
nancework, doneundercontractand paid for in whole
or in part out of thefunds of a public body, exceptwork
performedundera rehabilitationprogram.

(6) “Secretary” meansthe Secretaryof Labor and
Industry or hisduly authorizeddeputyor representative.

(7) “Workman” includes laborer, mechanic,skilled
*and semi-skilled laborer and apprenticesemployedby
