Section 1202. Powers of Savings Banks.—In addition
to the general corporate powers granted by this act, and
in addition to any powers specifically granted to a sav-
ings bank elsewhere in this act, a savings bank shall have
the following powers, subject to the limitations and
restrictions imposed by this act:

(17) To service for others under such rules and regu-
lations as may be prescribed by the Department of Bank-
g such mortgages as have been originated or owned by
the servicing savings bank in the ordinary course of
business and subsequently sold.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

ing thereto,” authorizing the reservation of funds for out-of-
state travel expenses.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 1068, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L.
30), known as the ‘‘Public School Code of 1949,’" is
amended to read:

Section 1068. Expenses.—In addition to the fore-
going salaries each county superintendent, each assistant
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county superintendent, and each supervisor of special
education shall be entitled to receive annually the pay-
ment of actual and necessary expenses incurred in visit-
ing schools within his distriet, in attending educational
meetings, and in the performance of such other official
duties as may be required of him by law. In preparing
the budget, an average of seven hundred dollars ($700)
shall be used in estimating the travel cost of county
superintendents, and in addition thereto, an average of
seven hundred dollars ($700) shall be used in estimating
the travel cost of assistant county superintendents and
supervisors of special education. The Department of
Public Instruction shall allocate the travel funds to the
several counties in accordance with regulations to be
determined by the Superintendent of Public Instruction.
Payments shall be made monthly, on account of such
expenses to county superintendents, assistant county
superintendents, or supervisors of special education, by
requisition of the Superintendent of Public Instruction
upon the Auditor General, upon the production to him
of itemized vouchers in the usual manner. The Super-
intendent of Public Instruction is authorized to reserve
an amount not to exceed five per cent (5%) of the
allocation to be expended for out-of-state travel as ap-
proved by the Superintendent of Public Instruction.
