Amending the act of June 24, 1937 (P. L. 2045), entitled, as
amended,“An act relating to the support of indigent persons;
providing for the support of suchpersonsby certain relatives,
and for the recovery of public moneysexpendedfor care and
assistancefrom the property and estates of certain persons;
providing for guardians of the person and property of such
persons; providing for the arrest and seizureand sale of the
property of deserters; and providing procedure,” prescribing
liabilities for assistancewith respectto medical assistancefor
the aged.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn- The Support
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 3, act of June 24, 1937 (P. L.
2045),known as “The SupportLaw,” amendedMay 23,
1945 (P. L. 864) and October 7, 1955 (P. L. 660), is
amendedto read:

Section 3. Relatives Liable for the Supportof Indi-
gent Persons;Procedureto EnforceSupport.—(a) The
husband,wife, child, (except as hereinafterprovided),
father and mother of every indigent person,whether a
public charge or not, shall, if of sufficient financial
ability, carefor andmaintain,or financially assist,such
indigent personat suchrate as the court of the county,
wheresuchindigentpersonresidesshallorder or direct.
No child shall be liable for the support of any parent
who abandonedthe child and persistedin the abandon-
ment for aperiodof ten yearsduring the child’s minor-
ity. In respectto medical assistancefor the agedother
thanpublic nursinghomecare, asprovided in the Pub-
lic AssistanceLaw, the responsibility of the relative
liable for supportshall, during any twelvemonthperiod,
be six timesthe excessof suchrelative’s averagemonthly
incomeover the amountrequiredfor the reasonablesup-
port of himselfand other personsdependentupon him,
or the costof suchmedicalassistancefor the aged,which-
ever is less.

(b) The courts shall have power to hear, determine
andmakeordersanddecreesin suchcasesuponthe peti-
tion of such indigent personor of any other personor
any public body or public agencyhaving any interest
in the care, maintenanceor assistanceof such indigent
person.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately. Act effectiveImmediately.

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(c) In all easeswhere an order hasbeenmadeby the
court for the care and maintenanceor assistanceof a
husband,wife, father, mother or child, whetheror not
confined in any public institution, and the said order
has not been complied with, the court or any judge
thereof,upon affidavit or petition filed settingforth that
the personon whom the said order has been madehas
not compliedwith the said order, shall issue an attach-
ment, directed to the sheriff or other proper officer of
the county, directing and commandingthat the person
namedas having failed to comply with said order be
brought beforethe court at such time as the court may
direct. If it shallappearto the court afterhearingthat
the personon whom the said order was made has wil-
fully neglectedor refusedto complywith said order,the
court may adjudgesaid person in contempt of court
and, in its discretion,may commit said personto the
county jail for aperiod not exceedingsix months.

Section 2. Section 4 of the act, amendedJune 19,
1961 (Act No. 240), is amendedto read:

Section 4. Property of PersonsLiable for Expenses
Incurredfor SupportandAssistance(a) [The] Except
as limitedby subsection(c) hereof,the realandpersonal
property of any personshall be liable for the expenses
of his support,maintenance,assistanceand burial, and
for the expensesof the support,maintenance,assistance
andburial of the spouseandunemancipatedminor chil-
dren of such property owner, incurred by any public
body or public agency,if suchpropertywasowneddur-
ing the time suchexpenseswere incurred,or if a right or
causeof action existed during the time such expenses
were incurred from which the ownershipof such prop-
erty resulted. Any public bodyor public agencymay sue
the ownerof suchpropertyfor moneysso expended,and
any judgmentobtainedshall be a lien upon the saidreal
estate of such personand be collected as other judg-
ments, exceptas to the realandpersonalpropertycom-
prising the home andfurnishingsof suchperson,which
home shall be subject to the lien of such judgmentbut
shallnot be subjectto executionon suchjudgmentdur-
ing the lifetime of the person,surviving spouse,or de-
pendentchildren.

(b) [Any] Exceptaslimited bysubsection(c) hereof,
any claim for the expensesof support,maintenance,as-
sistanceand burial of a person and for the support,
maintenance,assistanceandburial of hisspouseandun-
emancipatedminor children,held by any public body or
public agency, shall bave the same force and effect
againstthe realand personalestateof a deceasedperson
as other debts of a decedent,and shall be ascertained
and recoveredin the samemanner.
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(c) No lien may be imposedagainst the property of
any individual prior to his death,on accountof medical
assistancefor the aged paid or to be paid on his behalf
(exceptpursuant to the judgmentof a court on account
of benefitsincorrectlypaid on behalf of suchindividual),
and there shall be no adjustmentor recovery (except
after the death of such individual and his surviving
spouse,if any, from such individual’s estate) of any
medical assistancefor the agedcorrectly paid on behalf
of such individual.

AN ACT

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act
consolidatingand revising the Vehicle Code,the Tractor Code,
the Motor Vehicle Financial Responsibility Act and other acts
relating to the ownership, possessionand use of vehicles and
tractors,” providing for the issuanceof temporary registration
plates or markers for vehicles which are not to be registered
in Pennsylvania,removing the requirement that application
for annual registration plates must be made for such vehicles
and providing that personsreceiving such plates or markers
shall not be relievedfrom certaintaxes.

amended.Section 512. TemporaryRegistrationPlatesor Mark-
ers.—(a) The secretarymay, subject to the limitations
and conditionshereinafterset forth, deliver temporary
registrationplatesor markersto a personwho has reg-
isteredas a dealerunderclause(1) or clause(2) of the
definition “Dealer” in section102, whenthe application
therefor is accompaniedby the fee prescribedin this
act. Such applicationshall be madeupon a form pre-
scribedandfurnishedby the department. Dealerssub-
ject to the limitations and conditions hereinafter set
forth, may issue such temporary registrationplates or
markersto ownersof vehicles,whetheror not the vehicle
is to be registeredin Pennsylvania,provided that such
owners shall comply with the pertinent provisions of
this section.
