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plates or markers, send to the department a copy of the
temporary registration plate or marker certificate, prop-
erly executed by such dealer and the owner, together
with the application for certificate of title and the an-
nual registration plates when the vehicle is to be regis-
tered in Pennsylvania. If the vehicle s not to be regis-
tered i Pennsylvania, a statement setting forth such
fact shall accompany the copy of the temporary registra-
tion plate or marker certificate.
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(h) Every purchaser who makes application for tem-
porary registration plates or markers shall execute and
send an application for annual registration plates to the
department, accompanied by a copy of the temporary
registration certificate prepared by the dealer. In no
event shall such application for annual registration
plates be made later than the day on which the tempo-
rary registration plates or markers are issued to such
owner. This subsection (h) shall only be applicable
when the vehicle is to be registered in Pennsylvamia.

Construction. Section 2. The provisions of this act shall not be con-
strued to relieve the person receiving the temporary reg-
istration plate or marker certificate of any tax imposed
under the provisions of the act of March 6, 1956 (P. L.
1228), known as the ‘‘Selective Sales and Use Tax Act.”’

The Fish Law The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
ot 1959. sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 252.1. Certain Waters for Exclusive Use of

Children and Disabled Persons and Planting of Fish
Therein.—

(a) The Pennsylvania Fish Commission may, upon
petztwn by a political subdivision or political subdivi-
sions as hereinafter provided and subject to the- condi-
tions hereinafter set forth, set aside certain streams ‘or
bodies of water, or portions thereof, to be used exclu-
sively for fishing by children twelve years of age or un-
der and by disabled persons as herein defined, and may
plant fish therein. Disabled person, as used in this sec-
tion, means any person who 1s suffering from paraplegia
and has permanent paralysis of both legs and lower parts
of the body, or who is suffering from hemiplegia and has
permanent paralysis of one leg or either side of the body
resulting from traumatic injury to the spinal cord or
]lgrain, or who has suffered amputation of both feet or one

oot.

(b) Any political subdivision of this Commonwealth

or any two or more immediately adjacent political sub-
divisions in cooperation with one another may petition
the Pennsylvania Fish Commission to set aside certain
waters therein to be used exclusively for fishing by chil-
dren and disabled persons as herein defined. Such peti-
tion shall certify to the commaission that such political

subdivision or political subdivisions have comphed with

the following conditions:

(1) That the consent of the owner or lessee of the land
abutting on such stream or body of water, or portion
thereof, and of the bed thereunder, where such fishing
is 1o be done, has been secured. No such consent shall

be required in a stream or body of water on State-owned.

or Federal lands nor in a stream or body of water the
bed of which is publicly owned, except where the fishing
is to be dome from abutling land privately owned, in
which case the consent of the owner or lessee thereof shall
be secured.

(2) That such political subdivision or political subdi-
visions agree to adequately post such area against use by
anyone other than children and disabled persons as
herein defined, to determine the eligibility of persons to
fish therein, and to police such area to insure compliance
therewith.

(¢) Any person other than a child or disabled person
as herein defined, who fishes in any stream or body of
water which has been posted and set aside for the exclu-
sive use of children and disabled persons, shall, on con-
viction as provided in chapter 14 of this act, be subject
to a penalty of ten dollars ($10.00).
