B. Upon receiptof an application,andupon thepay-
riicnt of a licensefee of onedollar for eachcylinderof the
motor built in or attachedto the boat, or a fee of two
dollars in the caseof electrically propelledboat, and, in
the eventthat the license is issuedby an issuing agent,
a fee of twenty-five cents(25�) for the useof theissuing
agent, the Departmentof Revenueor its issuing agent
shall issue to the applicantowner a licensefor his boat,
[together with duplicatemetallic licenseplates,] which
[plates] shall contain a serial number corresponding
with the numberon the licenseissuedto the owner, and
shall be displayedconspicuouslyat all times,oneon each
side of the bow of the boat. Such license [plates] shall
be usedonly on the boat the engine of which bearsthe
numberset forth in the application.
