Cost Survey by Board.—Theboard is
herebyempoweredto direct a cost survey,pursuant to
recognizedstatistical and cost accountingpractices, for
any geographicalmarketing area within the Common-
wealth, to determineand establishon the basisof actual
existingconditionsa mark-upto cover the cost of doing
businessin such area, which mark-up in the absenceof
proof of a lower cost shall be deemedto be prima facie
evidencethereof.

Section 487. Records;Examinations;Prohibitions to
Sell.—All distributors or importing distributors shall
hereafter be required to maintain, on forms prescribed
by the board, all necessarydata and information by
meansof whichsuchlicenseehasdeterminedhis costun-
der the provisionsof this act. The boardor any agent
appointedin writing by it is herebyauthorizedto ex-
amine the books, papers,invoicesand other records of
any distributor or importing distributor doing business
in this Commonwealth,or any agent of such licensee,
either upon submissionthereof to the board or in and
upon any premiseswhere the samemay be located, in
order to determinethe cost of suchmalt or brewedbev-
erages, and any person in possessionof such books,
papers, invoices and other records is hereby directed
and required to give the board or its duly appointed
agent the means, facilities and opportunitiesfor such
examination.
