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whose name is so displayed, caused or procured the
display or uttering of such card, sign, advertisement
or other printed, engraved, or written instrument or
device and that such person is holding himself out to
be a certified public acecountant. In any prosecution
or proceeding under this act, evidence of the commission
of a single act prohibited by this act, shall be sufficient
to justify an injunction or a conviction without evidence
of a general course of conduect.

Section 11. The act is amended by adding, after sec-
tion 16, a new section to read:

Section 16.1. Construction—If any provision of this
act or the application thereof to anyone or to any circum-
stances is held tnvalid, the remainder of the act and the
application of such provision to others or other circum-
stances shall not be affected thereby.

Amending the act of May 1, 1907 (P. L. 135), entitled “An act

relating to the appointment of stenographers and assistant
stenographers to report proceedings in the several courts of
common pleas, and orphans’ courts, courts of oyer and terminer
and general jail delivery, and courts of quarter sessions of the
peace, of this Commonwealth, as well as before commissioners,
masters, and special masters in chancery, referees, examiners,
auditors, and other officers; prescribing their powers and duties,
and when such reports shall be evidence of the facts reported;
