Limiting the use of appropriations for hospital or institutional
care or training in certain cases.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaherebyenactsasfollows:

Section 1. No part of the appropriationsmade by
“The GeneralAppropriationAct of 1961” shall be used
to pay for hospital or institutional careor training at
ratesin excessof thosechargedto the generalpublic for
the samecare and services:Provided,however,That a
hospitalmay not be paid at a rateperday for inpatient
careor a rate per visit for outpatientcaregreaterthan
the hospital’saveragecost for eachclassof careasdeter-
mined annuallyby the Auditor Generalon the basis of
certified fiscal reports submitted by the hospitalsand
approvedby the Auditor General.

Amending the act of July 7, 1955 (P. L. 258), entitled “An act
providing for anthracite mine drainage,contingent on Federal
aid, andmaking an appropriation,”removingcertainrestrictions.
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The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniahereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section2, act of July 7, 1955 (P. L. 258),
entitled “An actproviding for anthracitemine drainage,
contingent on Federalaid, and making an appropria-
tion,” amendedFebruary11, 1959 (P. L. 3), is amended
to read:

Section 2. In such event the Departmentof Mines
and Mineral Industries shall construct ditches, flumes,
backfill stripping pits and cropfalls,and improve stream
beds for the purposeof preventingthe flow of surface
water into mines, and shall purchase the necessary
materials for the same, and also shall purchaseand
install pumps,pipes,machinery,equipmentandmaterials
for the purpose of pumping water from abandoned
mines:Provided,however,That the Commonwealthshall
not bear any operatingandmaintenancecosts whatso-
ever other than one-half of the power pumping costs
and shall not bear the installation costs of any under-
ground facilities; however, this restriction shall not
apply and shall not pertain to cases of emergencies
endangeringlife createdby the flooding of mines, nor
shall the functions hereinset out be restrictedto aban-
donedminesin casesof such emergency.

Emergency In such instances,upon the prior determinationby
determination the Secretaryof Mines andMineral Industrieswhen the

Secretaryof tile Interiorof theUnited Statesof America

operatingunder the Federalcompanionlegislation has
~n~e~nt. likewise ruled that an emergencyexists, the Department

of Mines and Mineral Industries shall:
(1) Conductrescueoperations;
(2) Without advertisingor competitivebidding, pur-

chasematerial and equipment, and provide labor and
techniquesfor pumping of water from the mines, con-
structing ditches, flumes and other devices for mine
drainage,for sealing, backfilling and for the perform-
ance of any other work designatedby the Secretaryof
Mines and Mineral Industries as expedientto prevent
the spreading and reduce the hazardsfrom flooding
of mines;

(3) Pay for powerand for other costsattendantupon
the operationand maintenanceof pumping and other
devicesfor mine drainage;

(4) Performthe purposeof the act with personnelof
the departmentor by contractwith others;

(5) Reimburseany person,agencyor corporationfor
material, labor and equipmentfurnished at the request
of the Departmentof Mines and Mineral Industriesin

Anthracite mine
drainage.

Amendingthe act of May 27, 1949 (P. L. 1903),entitled “An act
providing for powers, responsibilities,duties and limitations of
the Governor,Adjutant General,Departmentof Military Affairs,
PennsylvaniaState Armory Board, Military ReservationCom-
mission in connection with the armed Military and Naval
forcesand the internal security of the Commonwealth; for the
definition, organization, powers and limitations of the unor-
ganized militia, Pennsylvania National Guard, Pennsylvania
Guard, Naval Militia, Pennsylvania Naval Militia and for
coordination with the governmentof the United States in the
organization and functioning of the Pennsylvania National
Guard and the National Guard of the United States appor-
tioned the Commonwealth,”providing for the extensionof the
terms of service of enlisted personnel in the Pennsylvania
National Guard.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealth of Penn- ~
sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 825, act of May 27, 1949 (P. Ii.

1903), knownas “The Military Code of 1949,” amended
November10, 1959 (P. L. 1473), is amendedto read:

Section 825. Enlistment Contract.—Every enlisted
man shall meetall the qualifications prescribedby the
laws of the United Statesand the rules and regulations
promulgatedthereunder. Every man enlisting in the
PennsylvaniaNational Guard shall sign an enlistment
contractandtakeandsubscribeto the following oathof
enlistment: “I do hereby acknowledgeto have volun-
tarily enlisted this day of
