Act of March Section 1. The act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30),
30 amei~ded~ knownas the “Public SchoolCode of 1949,”is amended

Section 1851. Establishmentand Operation by the

Departmentof Public Instruction.—Where,in the judg-
mentof the StateSuperintendentof Public Instruction,
theprovisionsof this act relatingto the proper vocational
educationand training of children and adults havenot
been complied with or the vocational education needs
of children and adults are not being adequatelyserved,
the Department of Public Instruction is hereby au-
thorized to provide, including the paymentof rental
when necessary,establish, maintain, administer, super-
vise and operate vocational technical, ‘uocational indus-
trial, vocational agricultural, vocational homemaking,
vocational distributive, occupational, post high school
vocational and technicaleducation or less than college
level, schools, departmentsor classes for the proper
vocationaleducationand training of children and adults.
Eligibility for enrollment ‘in such classesshall be deter-
mined according to standards and regulations promul-
gated by the StateBoard for VocationalEducation.

Act e~ect1ve Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 523, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. ~ act
30), known as the “Public School Codeof 1949,” added 1~9~~
August 21 1953 (P. L. 1336), is amendedto read: 1953, P. L.

1336. amended.

Section 523. Education [Television] Broadcasting.—

(a) The State Council of Education shall formulate
and amend,whennecessary,a StatePlanfor Educational
Broadcasting. The State plan shall provide for the
developmentof educational broadcasting facilities in
the Commonwealthand shall define educational broad-
castingserviceareas which shall be servedby specified
broadcasting centers. The Departmentof Public In-
struction shall promulgate regulations to implement
the State plan.

(b) The board of school directorsof any school dis-
trict may enter into an agreement or agreements
with one or more schooldistricts and/or county boards
of school directors and/or with other educationalinsti-
tutions or agenciesand/orwith non-profit organizations
for the joint operation of an educational television
and/or radio station [, at no expenseto the Common-
wealth (b)].

(c) The boardof school directorsof any school dis-
trict andany countyboard of school directors may enter
into [a contract with commercial telecastersor with
non-profit organizations,or both, for television broad-
casts,at no expenseto the Commonwealth]an agreement
or agreementswith one or more school districts and/or
county boards of school directors and/or other educa-
tiona2 institutions or agenciesand/or non-profit or com-
mercial organizationsfor broadcasting.

(d) The Departmentof Public Instructionmay enter
into agreementswith educational or commercial radio
and/or televisionnetworksor stations,non-profit organi-
zations radio and/or television production centers,or
any county board of schooldirectors, school district or
districts for the purpose of educationalbroadcasting.

(e) The Departmentof Public Instructionandboards
of schooldirectors of anyschool district or countyboard
of schooldirectors,or both, maycontract for educational
broadcastsfor children or adults, using State funds or
State-administeredFederal funds appropriatedfor that
purpose,or private grants or gifts.

(f) In accordancewith the State planfor educational
broadcasting,the Departmentof Public Instructionmay
establishand/or operate a broadcastingstation and/or
purchase,produceand/or contract to purchaseor pro-
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duce tapes, films and/or recordings for educational

broadcasting.

Act amended by Section 2. The act is amendedby adding,after see-
525. tion 524, a new sectionto read:

Section*525. Establishmentand Operation of Edu-
cationalTelevisionandBroadcastingFacilities.—When-
ever funds becomeavailable from any source whatever
for the purposeof (1) establishingand where necessary
operating such pilot educational television projects as
may be requestedby the State Council of Education,
(2) purchasing,producing and contractingfor the pur-
chaseor production of tapes, films and recordingsfor
educational broadcasting, (3) making special grants to
school districts, county boards of school directors and
State collegesfor educationalbroadcastingservicespro-
curedby themwhereit is determinedby the Department
of Public Instruction that the awarding of such special
grants will materially encouragethe use of educational
television facilities, (4) establishing educational tele-
vision facilities in accordancewith the State plan for
educational broadcasting,and (5) establishingnetwork
facilities to link educational broadcastingfacilities as
maybe requiredby the Stateplan for educationalbroad-
casting or any of thesepurposes. The Departmentof
Public Instructionmay expendsuchfundsfor suchpur-
poseor purposesin amountsto be determinedby theDe-
partment of Public Instruction in accordance with
policies approved by the State Council of Education.
This section shall not be construed to authorize the
expenditureof any Statefundsfor suchpurposesunless
specifically appropriated by the GeneralAssembly.

Act effective Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
