Section 1612. State Scholarshipsfor Pupils of Sec-
ondary Schools.—(a) For the purpose of assisting
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worthy young men and women graduatesof secondary
schools of th~State to obtain higher education, the
State will award competitive scholarshipsof the value
of two hundreddollars ($200) peryear for four years
to enableselectedstudentsto attendany institution in
the Stateof Pennsylvaniaapprovedby theStateCouncil
of Education.

(b) Beginning in September1962, the State will
award one hundred competitive scholarships, in addi-
tion to those to be awarded undersubsection(a) of this
section, each of the value of two hundred fifty dollars
($250) per yearfor four yearsto enableselectedstudents
to attend any institution in the State of Pennsylvania
approved by the State Council of Education.
