AN ACT

Amending the act of July 28, 1953 (P. L. 723), entitled “An act
relating to counties of the second class; amending, revising,
consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto,” empow-~
ering the exercise of eminent domain for certain purposes in
regard to graveyards and cemeteries.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2602, act of July 28, 1953 (P. L.
723), known as the ‘‘Second Class County Code,’’ is
amended to read:

Section 2602. Certain Property Not to be Taken by
Eminent Domain.—The power conferred by this article
shall not be exercised to enter upon, appropriate, take,
injure or destroy any church property, graveyard or
cemetery, except for the purposes and subject to the
provisions of the act of May 12, 1887 (P. L. 96).

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of July 31, 1941 (P. L. 605), entitled “An act
relating to the summoning and service of jurors (except grand
jurors) in the civil and criminal courts of the several counties
of the Commonwealth, except counties of the first and second
class,” extending the provisions to counties of the first class.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The title and section 1, act of July 31,
1941 (P. L. 605), entitled ‘‘ An act relating to the sum-
moning and service of jurors (except grand jurors) in
the civil and eriminal courts of the several counties of
the Commonwealth, execept counties of the first and
second class,”’ are amended to read:

AN ACT

Relating to the summoning and service of jurors (except
grand jurors) in the ecivil and eriminal courts of the
several counties of the Commonwealth, except counties
of the [first and] second class.



SESSION OF 1961.

Section 1. The court of common pleas of each county
of the Commonwealth (except counties of the [first and]
second class) may, in its diseretion, issue writs of venire
for the empanelling and summoning of persons for serv-
ice as jurors (except grand jurors) in any of the courts,
civil or criminal, in the county,

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Reenacting and amending the act of May 21, 1943 (P. L. 340),
entitled as amended, “An act empowering counties of the
third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes municipality
authorities, cities of the third class, boroughs, incorporated
towns and townships, adjoining each other, to co-operate with
each other through joint agreements in the exercise of their
governmental powers, duties and functions,” extending the
provisions of the act to counties of the second class and to local
governmental units outside of the Commonwealth, changing
procedure for agreements, contracts and further regulating
joint purchases; providing for the supply and exchange of
certain services, and the appointment of optional joint advisory
boards and prescribing their powers and duties.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The title and sections 1, 2 and 2.1, act of
May 21, 1943 (P. L. 340), entitled, as amended, ‘‘ An act
empowering *counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth,
seventh and eighth classes, municipality authorities,
cities of the third class, boroughs, incorporated towns
and townships, adjoining each other, to co-operate with
each other through joint agreements in the exercise of
their governmental powers, duties and funetions,’’ re-
enacted and amended July 18, 1961 (Act No. 345), are
reenacted and amended to read:

AN ACT

Empowering [counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth,
seventh and eighth classes] municipality authorities,
cities of the third class, boroughs, incorporated towns
and townships, adjoining each other, and counties
other than counties of the first and second class, to
co-operate with each other and with adjoining local
governmental units in other states through joint agree-
