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Section 1. The Department of Property and Sup-
plies, with the approvalof the Secretaryof Forestsand
Waters,is herebyauthorizedto enterinto a leaseagree-
ment with the United StatesPost Office Department
under the terms of which the United StatesPost Office
Departmentmay leaseland in Valley ForgeState Park
andconstructthereona permanentbuilding to beusedas
a post office. The leaseagreementmay provide for a
term of twenty years with options for four renewal
termsof five yearseach,which optionsmay be exercised
in the sole discretionof the United StatesPost Office
Department. The lease agreementshall also provide
that, upon the termination of the operationof a post
office upon the land, title to all buildings and improve-
mentserectedthereonshall vest in the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvaniaand the Commonwealthof Pennsyl-
vaniashall havethe full right of possessionof the land
and buildings.

Apprcai and Section 2. The leaseagreementshall be approvedas
to form and legality by the Attorney General.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

penalties.

Aofp ~‘ Section 1. The act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58),
amended by add- known as “The Vehicle Code,” is amendedby adding,
sia new section after section 830, a new sectionto read:

Section 830.1. Commercial Motor Vehicles, Truck
Tractors, Trailers and Semi-trailers to Have Names
and Addressesof Owners or Operators.—Everycom-
mercial motor vehicle, truck tractor, trailer or semi-
trailer, when usedon a highway,shall be conspicuously
marked or placardedin letters showing to the outside
not less than three (3) inchesin height with the name
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and addressof the registeredowner or operator. The
provisions of this section shall not apply to (a) com-
mercial motor vehicles,truck tractors, trailers or semi-
trailers, owned or operated by any public utility or
contract carrier regulated by the PennsylvaniaPublic
Utility Commissionor the Interstate CommerceCom-
mission, (b) or to commercial motor vehicles, truck
tractors, trailers or semi-trailersusedin agriculture, (c)
or to commercialmotorvehicles,truck tractors, trailers or
semi-trailers,whichare clearly identifiedby the nameor
trade name of the registeredowner or operator, or to
(d) commercial motor vehicles,truck tractors, trailers
or semi-trailers, being demonstratedor delivered by
manufactureror dealer thereof.

Penalty.—Anyowner or operator who shall fail to
complywith any of the provisionsof this sectionshall,
upon summaryconvictionbefore a magistrate, be sen-
tencedto pay a fine of ten dollars ($10.00) and costs of
prosecution,and in defaultof the paymentthereof,shall
undergoimprisonmentfor not more than five (5) days.

AN ACT

Requiring the erection and maintenanceof medial barriers or
guardson the PennsylvaniaTurnpike.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The PennsylvaniaTurnpike Commission
shall erect andthereaftermaintainandrepairalongnot
less than one hundredfifty miles of the Pennsylvania
Turnpike medial guards or barriers which shall be of
sufficient strength and height to effectively prevent
vehicular traffic moving in one directionon theturnpike
from crossing the medial line and entering the lanes
provided for vehicular traffic moving in the opposite
direction.

Section 2. Commencingon the effective dateof this
act, the PennsylvaniaTurnpike Commissionshall erect
andthereaftermaintain andrepairnot less than twenty-
five miles of medial guardsor barriers eachyear until
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
