Amending the act of December15, 1959 (P. L. 1779), entitled
“An act relating to fish; and amending,revising, consolidating
and changingthe law relating to fish in the inland waters and
theboundarylakesand boundaryrivers of the Commonwealth,”
regulating the sale of bait fish and changingthe period for
which purchasedfish, bait fish or fish bait may be sold or held
in possession.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 175, act of December 15, 1959
(P. L. 1779), known as “The Fish Law of 1959,” is
amendedto read:

Section 175. Salesof Fish,Bait Fish and Fish Bait
Regulated.—A person selling fish, bait fish or fish bait
under the licenseprovided by this article shall furnish
the purchaserwith a certificate or invoice of the sale,
bearingthe date of sale,the numberof the licenseunder
which sold, the number of fish, bait fish and fish bait,
andnumber of pounds sold. The certificate or invoice
must be shown by the holder on demand of any fish
warden,clerk of the market, constableor any person
authorizedto make arrests for violation of the laws of
this Commonwealthrelating to fish. The certificate or
invoice shall authorize the sale,or holding in possession,
of the fish, bait fish or fish bait so purchasedfor a period
of [six] fifteen days after its dateof issue, except in
the caseof bait fish or fish bait, which may be held in
possessionby dealers[and purchasers]until disposedof.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
