sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. As usedin this act: Definitions.

(1) “Tear or noxious gas” means any liquid or
gaseoussubstancethat, when dispersedin the atmos-
phere,blinds the eyeswith tearsor irritates or injures
other organsand tissuesof the human body or causes
nausea.

Section 2. It shall be unlawful for anyperson,part-
nership, associationor corporation other than a duly
constitutedofficer of the law to useor direct the useof
tear or noxious gas againstany person involved in a
labor dispute.

Section 3. Any personsviolating any of the provi- Violation and
sions of this act shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,and, penalty.

upon conviction thereof,shall be sentencedto pay afine
of not exceedingtwo thousand five hundred dollars
($2,500) or undergoimprisonmentfor not more than
two years,or both.
