by annual appropriations made by the borough, town
or township, by payments made by the State Treasurer
to the municipal treasurer from the moneys received
from taxes paid upon premiums by foreign casualty in-
surance companies for purposes of pension retirement for

policemen, and by gifts, grants, *devises or bequests
granted. to the pension fund pursuant to section two of
this act. Such fund shall be under the direction of the
governing body of the borough, town or township, and
applied under such **regulations as such governing body
may, by ordinance or resolution, preseribe for the benefit
of such members of the police force as shall receive
honorable discharge therefrom by reason of age and
service, or disability, and the families of such as may
be killed in the service.
