AN ACT

Establishingand taking over as State highways certain county
highways, or sectionsthereof, tunnels, bridges, viaducts and
approachesthereto, in counties,and certain streetsandbridges
in cities of the first classand in cities of the secondclass,and
certain streetsin cities of the secondclass A and third class,
and certain township roadsand certainstreetsin boroughsand
incorporatedtowns; authorizingunder certainterms and con-
ditions their construction,maintenance,repair, reconstruction
and improvementby the Commonwealth; conferring certain
powersupon Departmentof Highways and local authorities,
persons,associationsandcorporationsfor sharingthe costof the
maintenanceand constructionof such highways; and deleting
certainState highways.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania herebyenactsas follows:

ARTICLE I.

COUNTIES.

Section 101. All or part of the following various
public highways,or sections thereof, bridges, tunnels,
viaducts and approachesthereto, in counties, shall, if
and when the county commissionersconsentthereto by
resolutiona copy of which shall be filed in the office of
the clerk of the courts of the proper county and with
the Departmentof Highways, be adoptedby the Com-
monwealth as a State highway, and shall thereafterbe
maintained,repairedandconstructedin thesamemanner
with like power and authority as provided by the laws
of the Commonwealthapplicable to State highways;
however,no highwaybridge, viaduct or approachthereto
shall be taken over by the Commonwealth under the
provisionsof this act if a contract for the improvement
thereofhasbeen enteredinto betweena contractorand
the Commonwealth or local authorities, or both, until
suchcontractshall havebeencompleted.

(c) The highwaysor sectionsthereof,bridges,tunnels,
viaductsandapproachestheretoin CategoryIII., estab-
lishedasState highwaysunder theprovisionsof this act,
may be takenover for constructionand maintenanceat
any time subsequentto the final enactmentof this act
andshall be taken overnot later thanMay 1, 1965.

Section 103. Upon the taking over for construction
and maintenanceby the Commonwealthof any of the
highways or sectionsthereof, bridges,tunnels, viaducts
or approachestheretospecified in this act, the Common-
wealth shall thereafter assumeall rights, obligations
and liabilities of the county, except for any outstanding
constructionor reconstructionobligationsand liabilities
in effect at the time of such transfer relating to said
highwaysor sectionsthereof, bridges,tunnels,viaducts
or approachesthereto,whetherthe sameariseby virtue
of any order of the Public Service Commission, the
PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission,by contractor
otherwise,with respectto thosehighways,bridges, tun-
nels, viaducts and approachesthereto designatedin
section101, which are locatedin cities of thesecondclass
and third class. This article is not intended and shall
not be construed:

(1) To place upon the Commonwealth any duty to
regulate traffic upon or police such highways,
bridges,tunnels,viaducts and approaches.

(2) To place upon the Commonwealthany obligation
for maintenance,construction, reconstruction or
resurfacingother than the baseor surfacecourses.
The maintenanceauthorized by this article shall
not include snow removal or street cleaning and
shallbe limited to the portionsbetweenexistingcurb
lines availableto vehicular traffic.

(3) To place upon the Commonwealthany obligation
underanyfranchiseor franchisesheretoforegranted
to any public utility company.

(4) To place upon the Departmentof Highways any
authority to regulatetraffic, parking or the general
use by the traveling public of such highways,
bridges,tunnels,viaductsandapproaches:Provided,
however,That the Departmentof Highways shall
be authorizedto closeto traffic all of such highways,
bridges, tunnels, viaducts and approachesduring
suchtime as improvementsarebeing madethereon,
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and in such case the political subdivision in which
the same is locatedshall establishand maintain a
suitable detour.

The rights, powers,duties,obligationsandrespon-
sibilities set forth in this section which are not
placedupon or transferred to the Commonwealth
and which will or would be placed upon or trans-
ferred to cities of the secondand third class by
existinglaw shall becomeand/or remain the rights,
powers, duties, obligations and responsibilitiesof
said cities: Provided,however,That said cities may
contract with counties of the second class for an
assumptionby said countiesof anyor all said duties,
obligations and responsibilities.

Section 104. It shall be lawful for the county com-
missionersto enterinto agreementswith the Secretary
of Highwaysfor sharingthe constructioncostsor sharing
or paying the property damagesinvolved in the con-
struction, reconstruction,relocation or improvementof
any of the bridgesor highwaysenumeratedin this act.
Any moneysavailable to the county for the paymentof
property damagesor for the constructionof highways
and bridgesshall be available for such purposes.

ARTICLE II.
CITIES OF THE FIRST CLASS.

Section 201. The following public streetsor sections
thereof, including bridges thereon, in cities of the first
class are adoptedby the Commonwealthas Statehigh-
ways to be taken over upon the terms and conditions
and subject to the limitations hereinaftercontainedin
Article II, and shall thereafter be maintained, con-
structed, reconstructedarid resurfaced in the same
manner, with like power and authority as provided
by the laws of the Commonwealthapplicableto State
highways,upon the terms andconditionsandsubject to
the limitations as hereinafterprovided in Article II.

Section 202. The city streetsto be takenover in the
City of Philadelphiaaresituateanddescribedas follows:

Section 203. This act is not intended and shall not.
be construed:

(1) To place upon the Commonwealthany duty to
regulate traffic or police the streets herein taken over
by the Commonwealthbut suchduty shallbe andremain
the obligation of the cities.

(2) To place upon the Commonwealthany obligation
for the 1maintenance,construction, reconstruction or
resurfacingof said streetsotherthan the baseor surface
courses.

(3) To placeupon the Commonwealthany obligation
underanyfranchiseor franchisesheretoforeor hereafter
grantedby the city to any public utility companynor to
transfer to the Commonwealthfrom the city any rights
under any such franchise or franchises heretofore
granted.

(4) To placeupon the Departmentof Highways any
authority to regulatetraffic, parking or the generaluse
by the traveling public of the streetsor sectionsthereof
taken over by this Commonwealthfor maintenanceor
improvementunderthe provisionsof this act. However,
the Department of Highways shall be and is hereby
authorizedto close to traffic all of the streetsor sections
thereof describedin section 202 of this act during such
time as improvementsare being made thereonand in
such casethe city shall establishand maintaina suitable
detour in accordancewith the provisionsof section 209
of this act.

Section 204. After the streets described in section
202 of this act shall have beentakenover by the Com-
monwealththeyshall be maintained,constructed,recon-
structedandresurfacedby the Departmentof Highways
at the expenseof the Commonwealthand such con-
struction,reconstructionandresurfacingshall be of such
type as shall be determinedby the Secretaryof High-
ways, with the approvalof the Governor,and repairs
andmaintenanceshall be of such type asshall be deter-
mined by the Secretaryof Highways. The obligationof
the Commonwealthin the reconstruction,resurfacing
or maintenanceas hereinbeforeprovidedshall be limited
to that part of the streetor sectionthereofbetweencurb
lines as establishedat the time of passageof this act,
but shall not include the portions of suchstreetswhich
are or may be used and occupied by the structuresor

nevertheless,be lawful for the Departmentof Highways
to enterinto agreements,in the discretionof the Secre-
taryof Highways,with the city or with persons,associa-
tions or corporationsfor the sharingwith the Common-
wealth of the cost of construction, reconstruction or
resurfacingof the streetsor sectionsthereof takenover
by the Commonwealthunder this act.

Section 205. The maintenanceof said streetsauthor-
ized under the provisions of this act shall not include
snow removalor streetcleaningand shall be limited to
the portions of the street betweenexisting curb lines
available to vehicular traffic.

Section 206. The Departmentof Highways shallnot
-changethe width, lines or grades_of the_streetstaken -- -

over under the provisions of this act or any section
thereof but suchchangesas may be approvedor recom-
mendedby the Secretaryof Highwaysshall be madeby
the city as heretoforeby an ordinanceduly passedin
accordancewith laws applicable thereto, and in the
eventof any changeof width, linesor gradesin accord-
ance with the provisions of this section and notwitli-
standing any provisions in the State Highway Law
or anyotheract to the contrary,it is the clear expression
of the intent of this act that the Secretaryof Highways
is authorized,directedandempoweredto negotiatewith

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division of costs andresponsibilitiesfor the paymentof
any damageswhich may be occasionedthereby, such
damagesto be ascertainedand paid in accordancewith
the laws applicablethereto.

Section 207. Before the Department of Highways
shallproceedwith the constructionor resurfacingof any
of the streetsor sectionsthereofas describedin section
202 of this act, the city, after being notified of the con-
templated improvement,shall take the necessarysteps
to compel all public utility companiesto make any
necessaryreplacementsor renewalsof any of their struc-
tures locatedwithin the lines of the improvementprior
to the commencementof work, and shallagreethat the
said streetor sectionsthereof whencompletedshall not
be torn up or openedfor a period of five years, except
in emergencycasesand subject to the same conditions
and restrictionsas arenow provided by law with refer-
ence to the openingof State highways in boroughs.

Section 208. No openingshall be madein the surface
of any iniproved street which is maintained by the
Departmentof Highways under the authority of this
act until andunlessa permit hasbeenobtainedfor such
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opening from the Departmentof Highways. Any per-
son, firm or corporationopening the improved surface
of any streetor highway without having first obtained
a permit as hereinbeforeprovided shall, upon summary
conviction before a magistrate,be sentencedto pay a
fine of not more than twenty-five dollars ($25), and in
addition thereto the costs of prosecutionand surface
restorationchargesand in defaultof the paymentthere-
of, shall undergoimprisonmentfor not more than five
days.

Section 209. Before the commencementof any work
authorized under the provisions of this act, the city
shall, upon notice from the Secretaryof Highways so
to do, establishand thereaftermaintain at its own ex-
pensean adequatedetour for the accommodationof the
traveling public for such length of time as may be
necessaryor until the improvement contemplatedhas
been completedand acceptedand the streetor sections
thereof openedand . made available to public travel.
Such detour when establishedas hereinprovided shall
be markedand postedby the Departmentof Highways
at the expenseof the Commonwealth.

Section 210. Cities areherebyauthorizedto incur or
to increasetheir indebtednessby the issue and sale of
obligationsof the city in the mannerand subject to the
limitations provided by law for the purposeof assisting
in the improving, constructing, reconstructingor re-
surfacing any of the streets or sections thereof, the
improvementof which is authorizedin accordancewith
the provisionsof this act.

Section 211. All moneys receivedby the Common-
wealthunderany contractor agreementfor sharingthe
cost of the maintenance,construction,reconstructionor
resurfacingof any streetor section thereof under the
provisions of this act shall be depositedin the Motor
License Fund, and as much of the money in the Motor
License Fund as may be necessaryto carry out the
provisions of this act is herebyspecifically appropriated
to the Department of Highways for the purposes of
this act.

Section 212. Notwithstandingany provisionsin the
State Highway Law or any other act to the contrary,
it is the clear expressionof the intent of this act that
the Secretaryof Highways is authorized, directed and
empoweredto negotiatewith any city of the first class
for an allocation and division of costs and respon-
sibilities for the construction,reconstruction,alteration,
repair and maintenanceof any bridge or culvert which
is a part or continuation thereof of any Statehighway
now upon the State highway systemor to be addedto
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the State highwaysystemat anyfuture time, including
bridges over,navigableandnonnavigablewater.

ARTICLE III.

CITIES OF THE SECOND CLASS, SECOND CLASS A
AND THIRD CLASS.

Section 301. The following public streetsor sections
thereof in cities of the secondclass,secondclassA and
third class are adoptedas Statehighways to be taken
over upon the termsand conditionsandsubject to the
limitations hereinafter contained in Article III. and
shallthereafterbemaintained,constructed,reconstructed
and resurfacedin the same mannerwith like power
andauthority as provided by the laws of the Common-
wealth applicable to State highways upon the terms
andconditionsandsubject to the limitations as herein-
after providedin Article III.

(2) To place upon the Commonwealthany obligation
for the maintenance,construction,reconstructionor re-
surfacingof said streetsother than the baseor surface
courses.

(3) To authorizeany assessmentto be made against
the Commonwealthby reason of or 2to assist in the
eliminationof anygradecrossingon any streetdescribed
and designatedin section 302 of this act and no such
assessmentshall hereafter be made under any act of
Assembly heretoforeenacted.

(4) To placeupon the Commonwealthany obligation
underany franchiseor franchiseheretoforeor hereafter
grantedby the city to any public utility companynor
to transfer to the Commonwealth from the city any
rights underany suchfranchiseor franchisesheretofore
granted.

(5) To place upon the Departmentof Highways any
authority to regulatetraffic, parking or the generaluse
by the traveling public of the streetsor sectionsthereof
taken over by the Commonwealthfor maintenanceor
improvement~underthe provisionsof this act. However,
the Department of Highways shall be and is hereby
authorizedto closeto traffic all of the streetsor sections
thereof describedin section 302 of this act during such
time as improvementsare being made thereon and in
such ease the city shall establishand maintain a suit-
able detour.
