Section 702. Transfer of Credits from the Public
SchoolEmployes’ RetirementSystemto the StateEm-
ployes’ Retirement System.—Any contributor or em-
pioye of the Departmentof Public Health who is a
contributor to the Public SchoolEmployes’Retirement
System,who as an employe under the public school
system of the Commonwealthor the Departmentof
Health, made contributions and on account of whose
service contributions were made by the State and by
any school district to the Public SchoolEmployes’ Re-
tirementFundon accountof the servicecreditedto him
~ ~L. fl.1-.1~. ~ 1.~ ~ Q~,,.+,,w,
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andfor which he hasnot beencreditedunderthe State
Employes’ RetirementSystem,may requestthe retire-
ment boardto give him creditfor suchpreviousservice.
The retirementboard shall credit the contributor with
suchperiodof serviceupon the fulfillment of the follow-
ing conditions:

(1) There shall be furnishedto the retirementboard
by the Public *School Employes’ RetirementBoard a
statementcertifying all such serviceheretoforecredited
as a member of the Public School Employes’ Retire-
ment System, which hereafter is to be consideredas
having beenrenderedas a State employe.

(2) There shall be transferredto the fund from the
Public School Employes’ RetirementFund an amount
equal to the accumulateddeductionsstanding to his
credit in the employes’ annuity savings account and
such amount of reserveas may be carried on account
of his membershipin the State annuity accumulation
accountor the State annuity accumulationand reserve
account for original members, as the case may be, as
determinedby the Public SchoolEmployes’ Retirement
Board,including in either casean amount equal to such
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accumulateddeductionsand reserves standing to the
credit of an employeof the Departmentof Public Health
who is a memberor an original memberof the Public
SchoolEmployes’ RetirementSystem.

(3) There shall be paid into the fund a sum equalto
the amount of back paymentsthat would have been
madeby such contributoror employeof the Department
of Public Health who is a memberof the Public School
Employes’ RetirementSystemunder the rules of the
State Employes’ RetirementBoard fixing the entry age
andthe percentageof salarydeductionsrequiredof such
contributor or employe of the Departmentof Public
Health who is a memberof the Public SchoolEmployes’
RetirementSystembecauseof such previousservice to-
wards which sum the amount of transferred accumu-
lateddeductionsshallbeapplied,butany unpaidbalance
of suchbackpaymentsmay be paid in a lump sumor by
future increased deductions from the salary of the
contributor or employe of the Departmentof Public
Healthwho is a memberof the Public SchoolEmployes’
RetirementSystemin such amountsas may be agreed
upon by the contributor or employeof the Department
of Public Health who is a memberof the Public School
Employes’ RetirementSystemandthe retirementboard,
but in no eventshall such increasedsalary deductions
be in amountsless than sufficient to pay such balance
of backpaymentsat the time the memberreachessuper-
annuationretirementage, or if the memberhasreached
superannuationretirement age by payment of such
balanceof backpaymentswithin six (6) monthsof the
date of requestingthe retirementboard to allow such
credit.

(4) A further sumshall be paid into the fund by the
contributor or employe of the Departmentof Public
Health who is a memberof the Public SchoolEmployes’
RetirementSystemsufficient to provide the cost of the
additional Stateannuity relatedto suchpreviousservice
for which credit may have been allowed under this
section,less the sum and the accrued interest thereon
transferredfrom the Public School Employes’ Retire-
ment Fund, as the amount equalto the reservecarried
on account of his membershipin the State annuity
accumulationaccountor the Stateannuity accumulation
and reserveaccountfor original members,as the case
may be. Until such further sum is applied towards
providing such additional State annuity it shall be
separatelycredited to the account of the contributor
or employe of the Departmentof Pu~li~Health who
is ~ memberof the Public SchoolEmployes’Retirement
Systemin his members’annuity savingsaccountsubject
to the rules governing members’ accumulateddeduc-
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tions. Such further sum may be paid in a lump sum
or by future increaseddeductionsfrom the salary of
the contributoror employeof theDepartmentof Public
Health who is a memberof the Public School.Employes’
RetirementSystemin such amountsas may be agreed
upon by the contributor or employeof the Department
of Public Health who is a memberof the Public School
Employes’ Retirement Sjjstem and the retirement
board: Provided,however,That in the event the entire
amount so paid doesnot equal the total sum required
to provide such additional State annuity related to
suchpreviousservice,suchadditionalStateannuity shall
be reducedproportionately.

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30); entitled “An act
relating to the public school system, including certain provi-
sions applicable as well to private and parochial schools;
amending,revising, consolidatingand changingthe laws relating
thereto,” excluding charts,educational films, film strips, pre~
pared transparenciesand slides, pre-recordedmagnetic tapes,
and disc recordingsfrom secondclass schoolsupplies,and in-
creasingthe purchasingagent’sauthority to purchasesupplies.

Public School The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Penn-
Code of 1949. sylvaniaherebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 805, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L.
30), known as the “Public School Code of 1949,”
amendedJune15, 1961 (P. L. 423), is amendedto read:

Section 805. Classesof SchoolSupplies;Purchasing
Agent.—Schoolsuppliesshallbe divided into two classes.
Thefirst classshallincludeschooldesks,chairs,furniture,
typewriters,andschoolapparatus.The secondclassshall
include all other supplies, except maps, music, globes,
charts, educational films, filmstrips, prepared trans-
parenciesand slides, pre-recordedmagnetic tapes and
disc recordings, and textbooksnecessaryfor school use,
not included in the first class. The board of school
directors in any district may authorizeor appoint the
secretaryof the boardor other executive aspurchasing
agent for the district, with authority to purchasesup-
plies of either class costing less than [three hundred
dollars ($800)] sevenhundred fifty dOllars ($750).
