Amending the act of December22, 1959 (P. L. 1978), entitled
“An act providing for and regulatingharnessracing with pari-
mutuel wagering on the results thereof; creating the State
HarnessRacing Commission as a departmentaladministrative
conhInis~iuuwithiu the Departmentof Agriculturc anddefining
its powers and duties; providing for the establishmentand
operationof harnessracing plants subjectto local option; im-
posingtaxeson revenuesof suchplants; disposingof all moneys
receivedby the commissionand all moneyscollected from the
taxes;authorizingpenalties;andmakingappropriations,”chang-
ing the commission to an independentadministrativecommis-
sion, providing for its membership,permitting corporationsor-
ganizedto hold race meetingsto have a perpetualduration,
permitting the renewalof licenses,andauthorizingelectionsto
determineif a racing plant is to be locatedwithin the county
onceevery four years.

appropriations,”are amendedto read:

Section 1. State HarnessRacing Commission.—The
StateHarnessRacing Commission is hereby createdas
[a departmental] an independentadministrative com-
mission [within the Department of Agriculture], and
it shall have general jurisdiction over all pari-mutuel
harnessracing activities in the State and the corpora-
tions engagedtherein. Such commission shall consist
of three memberswho shall be appointedby the Gov-
ernor, by and with the adviceand consentof the Senate.
Each commissionershall hold office for a term of three
years. Such commissionersshall receive no salary but
shall be reimbursed for expensesincurred in the per-
formance of their official duties. The commission shall
appoint such deputies,secretaries,officers, representa-
tives and counselas it may deemnecessary,who shall
serve during its pleasure,and shall also appoint such
employesit may deemnecessaryand whosedutiesshall
be prescribedby the commissionand whose compensa-
tion shall be fixed by the commissionwithin the appro-
priations available therefor.

The commission, or such
officers, employes or agentsof the commissionas may

Section 7. Licenses for HarnessRace Meetings.—
(a) Any corporationdesiring to conduct harnessrace
meetingsat which pari-mutuelbettingshallbe permitted
may apply [, annually,] to the State HarnessRacing
Commissionfor a licenseto do so. If, in the judgment
of the State HarnessRacing Commission, the public
interest,convenienceor necessitywill be servedthereby
and a proper case for the issuanceof such license is
shown consistentwith the purposesof this act andthe
best interests of racing generally, it may grant such
license for a term ending not later than the fifteenth
day of Novembernext suece~1ingthe granting thereof,
specifyingdatesand hoursduring which, andthe place
where, the licenseemay operate.
